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1 PREAMBLE  
 
The Poverty Action Network of Ethiopia (PANE) is a network of well over 70 CSOs 
constituting, local and international NGOs, community-based organizations, research 
affiliated institutions, faith-based organizations, professional and civic associations. The 
conception of PANE dates back to the year 2001, when it was instituted as a taskforce, 
which latter gave birth to PANE as a legally registered network in 2004 to advocate with 
and on behalf of the poor to end poverty and bring about sustainable development 
through PRSP and comprehensive research undertakings. PANE, establishing regional 
chapters, has been advocating and propagating the voice and concerns of the poor and 
CSOs to attain their engagement in various development activities particularly during 
the formulation, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of the Ethiopian 
government’s Poverty-Reduction Strategy Programs (PRSPs) and the Millennium 
Development Goals (MDGs).  
 
The Sustainable Development and Poverty Reduction Program (SDPRP), which came 
into effect on September 2003 is increasingly perceived to be the blueprint for Ethiopia’s 
development trajectory as it prepares to meet the development challenges in line with 
the MDGs. Apart from providing a highly contextualized road map to address the MDGs, 
the SDPRP has also opened up a vital space for civil society involvement in the design, 
implementation and monitoring of poverty reduction programs.  
 
So far PANE, hanging its motto of 'Enough with poverty´ and with an ultimate vision of 
'Ending Poverty in Ethiopia’, has made valuable contributions in the PRSP process in 
Ethiopia.  
 
As part of the continuation of the previous SDPRP program, recently, the Ethiopian 
Government has formulated a revised five-year national development framework named 
as Plan for Accelerated and Sustained Development to End Poverty (PASDEP). In the 
course of formulating the PASDEP document, the Ethiopia government has made two-
round consultations with Civil Society Organizations at the federal level. Be this as it 
may, PANE believes that further consultation with all development actors at the grass 
root level is vital for the successful implementation, monitoring and evaluation of the 
plan. PANE also strongly believes that in the emergent reform-driven environment in 
Ethiopia, comments, views, and suggestions that are obtained from grass root 
consultations will certainly help in bringing the government closer to communities, 
facilitating joint problem solving actions, and providing valuable inputs to take corrective 
action in the course of implementing the plan in the future. It is against this background 
that PANE has initiated a pilot Woreda level consultation project on the PASDEP 
document. In doing so, PANE has of the view that it can contribute to an improved 
performance of PASDEP on the basis of concrete feedbacks obtained from different 
actors of development.  
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The project, which is designed and implemented by PANE, is initiated as part of PANE’s 
ongoing efforts to positively influence the successful implementation of the SDPRP. 
Dynamic Institute for Consultancy and Training (DICT) provided technical assistance for 
the pilot project, which was funded by the United Nations Development Program/Donors 
Assistance Group (UNDP/DAG). Prior to the conduct of the Woreda consultations, 
PANE in association with DICT facilitated Training of Trainers (ToT), here in Addis, to 
individuals who are selected from the 20 Woredas of the nine regions and the two 
Administrations (Addis Ababa and Dire Dawa). The individuals, along with PANE's 
active member NGOs who are operating in the different regions of the country, took the 
responsibility of organizing the workshops in their respective Woredas. DICT was 
responsible to the coordination and report writing task of the consultation process.   
 
At this juncture it must be clearly emphasized that the intention of this consultation is not 
to “point fingers” or to complain about the document. The intention rather is to show how 
the document is perceived by different groups at the grass root level, its divergence and 
convergence with the needs and aspirations of the people in the different 
regions/localities, and to show existing challenges that will likely hinder the actual 
implementation of the plan at the ground.  
 
Finally, we, on behalf of PANE, would like to express our gratitude to the DAG for 
providing the financial assistance and the World Bank for advices in the planning for 
conducting the workshops. We also thank the Ministry of Finance an Economic 
Development (MOFED) and all Regional Bureaus of Finance and Economic 
Development that were cooperating with us in making the organization of the workshops 
easier. We also would like to extend our sincere gratitude for all member organizations 
that directly or indirectly supported the facilitation of the consultations in the different 
regions where the workshops conducted. Last, but not least, the external technical 
consultants, DICT deserves acknowledgement for facilitating the ToT in Addis, and 
coordinating and reporting the workshops in the twenty-two Woredas.

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2 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
The report of the consultations in 20 woredas on the PASDEP represents the views of 
Ethiopians directly from their woredas. It is therefore a unique response to the PASDEP 
document from the people it concerns most. Reactions to the document in the 
consultations were positive - with many feeling it represented a strong plan. This paper 
represents the constructive comments made during the workshop. They were not made 
to criticize or reject the PASDEP but rather to build on it and develop the policy to reflect 
local needs. They show real engagement with the issues and in many cases the 
comments were centered a round a call for more information. Below is a summary of 
the main points raised. Further details can be found in the full account. 
 
The Presentations 
Each workshop began with a presentation on the PASDEP, highlighting the key issues 
contained in the document. This was supported by a summarized version of the 
PASDEP translated into an appropriate language. The presentations set out what the 
PASDEP was, the facts on the country and the strategies for the particular sectors. 
 
The aim of the presentation was to provide the participants with an overview of the 
document and its discussion. This would enable them to have an understanding of the 
content of the paper and the policies it proposed in order to have an informed debate. 
 
The Discussions 
After the presentations the floor was opened for discussion from the participants. Below 
is a summary of the key issues raised during these debates. These are just the initial 
reaction but show some of the key concerns and some specific questions around the 
policy issues. During the workshops the facilitators answered some of the queries 
concerned based on the information in the PASDEP. However as well as containing 
some points for implementation these comments also highlight areas where there could 
be benefit in more communication and debate on government policy. 
 
The plan itself 
Overall the opinion seemed to be that the PASDEP represented a good development 
plan. However in several regions (Oromiya, Dire Dawa Somali, and Afar) concerns were 
raised over actual implementation. Previous problems with implementation of plans 
were raised and the need to ensure that the plan does not just remain on paper. In Afar 
people said there was frustration with the lack of implementation of plans and many 
were now becoming reluctant to forward their ideas in consultations. In Oromiya the 
problem of financial capacity to fully implement the plan was raised. In Dudga Bora 
woreda they pointed to the problem of potable water posts that could not be used as 
there was not the finance for maintenance. They hoped these sorts of problems could 
be avoided. In Amhara there were concerns that the heavy reliance on outside finance 
might threaten implementation. In Somali Region the need to work in partnership with 
CSOs, CBOs and religious institutions was stressed if the plan was to be implemented.  
 
In Tigray people also raised concerns that poverty had been here for hundreds of years 
and so could it be removed by a single plan? However in both woredas people 
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discussed how they had fought off a dictatorial regime. Now poverty had become like a 
dictator they would fight to throw it off. 
 
Capacity Issues 
The problem of a lack of capacity at the woreda level – both financial and human was 
raised in many regions. In Benishangul Gumuz people commented that the health and 
education infrastructure was being built but there was not the capacity to run it. In Harar 
there was also a problem of a lack of Health Sector staff.  The decentralization process 
was seen as linked to this. In Tigray they stressed that there had not been changes in 
the level of budget allocated to the woredas. They felt this would need to be increased if 
the plan was to be achieved.  
 
In Afar and Harar the issue of monitoring was raised. In Afar people felt that a lot of 
money was lost to individuals attending meetings. They felt that it would be most 
effective if local people were empowered to track the plan and the capacity of 
government to monitor was developed. In Addis Ababa it was felt that health, education 
and agriculture administration staff were often just working for their own benefit. 
Approaches need to be developed to change this practice to ensure the public got a 
better service. 
 
Agriculture 
Agriculture was an issue that was extensively discussed in the consultations. In Amhara 
participants commented that making agriculture market driven could be difficult as 
farmers have failed to find an adequate size of market for their products. In SNNPR 
participants also wanted to know what kind of agricultural products would be profitable. 
In Oromiya and Afar there was the comment that livestock issues need to be 
addressed. In Afar they commented that the demonstration of plowing would be useful. 
Farmers who have ploughed had been successful but there were not sufficient skills. 
The cultural belief that farming would make animal rearing impossible also needed to be 
addressed.  
 
In Addis Ababa and Benishangul Gumuz there were questions around the use of 
compost as compared to chemical fertilizers. People were keen to know if the use of 
compost would be supported. In Oromiya they felt that improved seeds and breeds 
would be important as well as agricultural equipment. There were also questions around 
irrigation (Benishangul Gumuz and Addis Ababa) and the suggestion that farmers could 
have exchanges to share ideas (Addis Ababa). In Addis Ababa they pointed out that 
urban agriculture had not been mentioned. 
 
Education 
Several different comments were made on education. In Harar and Addis Ababa they 
felt there should be support for adults and those who had dropped out of formal 
education. In Benishangul Gumuz concerns were raised about monitoring the quality of 
Alternative Basic Education. In Afar the quality in normal schools was an issue. They 
felt that many students were simply able to pass from one grade to another so large 
numbers enrolling could be reported. In Afar the need to educate women and girls was 
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recognized but people stressed that there would need to be separate education 
institutions for men and women for religious and cultural reasons. 
 
Water 
In Afar and Harar lack of drinking water and water for agriculture was mentioned as a 
serious problem. For example in Afar 5 schools had closed as the students had to travel 
to other areas to get water. 
 
Population 
Population was another key issue in the discussions, with all regions except Gambella 
debating it. In Oromiya, Afar and Dire Dawa they pointed out that an increasing 
population can be a resource as well as a problem, pointing to the example of China in 
Afar. In Benishangul Gumuz they queried how the birth rate could be reduced when 
people consider it a divine blessing to give birth. In Somali Region they also raised the 
problem of birth control and the Islamic religion and their local culture.  
 
In Amhara they raised the problem of no agency having responsibility for population 
control at the woreda level. They said that the health desk had been arguing it was not 
their responsibility so how could actions be implemented? In Addis Ababa they also 
discussed the fact that the population had grown due to low levels of family planning in 
the rural areas. They wondered how this could be addressed and contraceptives 
provided free of charge. 
 
Environment 
In Amhara and Dire Dawa the participants expressed the view that the large problem of 
the environment had not been addressed. In Addis Ababa the query was raised about 
how resettlement plans will ensure the protection of the environment. They also asked if 
there was a budget to deal with natural disasters. 
 
HIV/AIDS 
In Amhara, Dire Dawa and SNNPR people felt that previous efforts had failed to lead to 
behavior change or reduce the epidemic. In Dire Dawa they suggested an evaluation of 
previous strategies and in SNNPR they advocated for a stronger focus on awareness 
raising. In Afar the practice of getting married without the couple being tested was 
highlighted as a problem. In Benishangul Gumuz they stressed the importance of 
religion in fighting HIV/AIDS. 
 
Urban Issues 
In Tigray they stressed the need to look at the linkages between urban and rural areas. 
In Harar the problems of rural to urban migration was highlighted. 
 
Private sector and Employment 
In Benishangul Gumuz and Harar the need to attract more investment was stressed.   
In Amhara participants wanted to know if rural employment would be created. In 
Benishangul Gumuz they highlighted the problem of a lack of mobility of the workforce, 
which led to shortages. It was felt that unemployment was increasing (Harar), especially 
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among the youth (Addis Ababa), and there were not job opportunities for those recently 
qualified such as TVET graduates (Dire Dawa).  
 
Civil Society engagement 
In several regions participants felt that the role of CSOs in the implementation of the 
PASDEP had been overlooked (Oromiya, Afar, Gambella and Dire Dawa). In Somali 
Region they discussed the problem of the low number of NGOs working in the region 
compared to others. In Addis Ababa it was stressed that the media had a role in 
creating awareness about the PASDEP and that religious institutions were also key for 
implementation. They also stated that transparency needed to be developed for both 
CSOs and the government. 
 
Peace and security 
In Gambella Peace and Security was a key issue. They felt that this was a prerequisite 
for any of the work in the PASDEP 
 
Pastoralist 
In Somali Region participants expressed disappointment that no clear policy on 
pastoralism was developed. 
 
Good Governance 
Good governance was raised in a few discussions. In Oromiya they felt it was the key to 
mobilizing support for the success of the plan. In Dire Dawa they also thought that, 
despite recent efforts to improve them, a lack of good governance and corruption are 
impeding development. 
 
Consultations themselves 
Most of the regions expressed their gratitude for the opportunity to learn about and 
discuss the PASDEP. However in SNNPR and Afar they felt more time was needed and 
in Oromiya they thought it would be beneficial to include more of the community. In 
SNNPR, however, they appreciated the bringing together of government and non-
government representatives to discuss the PASDEP. In Benishangul Gumuz they would 
have appreciated more information on the progress in Benishangul Gumuz specifically 
so they could assess the progress of the state. 
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3 SUMMARIES OF THE CONSULTATIVE WORKSHOPS ON THE PASDEP 
 
3.1 OROMIA REGION  
 
3.1.1 Introduction 
The consultative meeting held in Dugra woreda and Meki town of Oromia Regional 
State was attended by representatives of the elderly, business community, religious 
institutions, experts from the local government administration offices, women affairs and 
various non-governmental organizations. The total number of participants was around 
25 in Dugra and 35 in Akaki woreda of the same Regional state. 
 
In both cases of the consultative meetings, the deliberations were characterized by a 
heated debate, unusual attendance and interest on the part of the participants to 
forward their perspectives on the PASDEP document. Hence in view of the two 
consultative meetings it could be understood that the attitude and collaboration of the 
public and most of the woreda experts representing line governmental offices to 
deliberate on the PASDEP document as well as contribute their part realistically looks 
promising. 
 
While delivering an opening speech to the consultative meeting, which was held Dugda 
Woreda, Mr. Bedasso, Deputy of the woreda administration emphasized how deeply 
poverty-stricken is the woreda, and expressed that the livelihood of residents of the 
woreda depends on the phenomenal cereal distribution. 
 
In related ways Mr. Mesfin Tamiru member of the woreda cabinet, currently working as 
Acting Head of the Akaki woreda Finance and Economic Development Office said that 
the consultative meeting on the PASDEP document was meant not only to aware 
representatives of various sections of the society in particular and all residents of the 
woreda in general but also it is to incorporate the views and opinions of the residents of 
the woreda as well as to mobilize the public ahead of time to contribute their share of 
responsibilities in the challenging fight to  eradicate poverty in the woreda in particular 
and in the Oromia region in general.   
 
Besides both speakers appreciated PANE's effort and underscored the need to actively 
participate and deliberate on the PASDEP document to realize the objectives and 
dreams set out to end poverty in the Oromia Regional State and the country at large. 
 
3.1.2 Presentations 
Mr. Hussen Dulecha and Mr. Tibebu  Koje have presented the PASDEP document to 
the invited stakeholders of both Woredas using Oromigna as a medium of language. 
 
The consultative papers presented to the attendants of the consultative meeting 
basically include the background on the concepts of poverty, growth and sustainable 
development in general, the essence of the PASDEP and key cross-sectoral 
policies/strategies of the PASDEP.   
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While presenting the background on the concepts of poverty, growth and sustainable 
development in general, and familiarizing the participants with the essence of the 
PASDEP the presenters elaborated to the participants among others the following 
points: 
� The First Poverty Reduction Strategy that served as the millstone for the 

formulation of the PASDEP document;   
� The lessons learnt and strengths sought during the woreda, regional and national 

levels consultations made on the Poverty Reduction Strategy Papers that are 
included in the PASDEP document; 

 
� The basic policy as well as practical orientations and directions addressed by the 

Poverty Reduction Strategy; 
� Facts about the poverty profile of the country in general and the Oromia regional 

State as well as their respective Woredas; 
� Substantial information about the distribution and status of basic services like 

education, water supply and various infrastructure;   
� The critical challenges as well as constraints that impede the efforts made to 

eradicate poverty and bring about sustainable development were said to include: 
� Unparalleled economic development and population growth, 
� Low yield of agricultural productivity and an agricultural system of production that 

entirely depended on rainfall,  
� Insufficient support and at times bottleneck institutional bureaucracy,  
� Absence of seaport in addition to interlinked poverty related complications that 

encountered by the government at any level internally and externally. 
 
Key sectorial policies and strategies  
 
During the presentations the key sectoral policies/strategies identified in the PASDEP 
document were discussed under nine key sectoral policies and strategies namely 
Agriculture, Food Security and Vulnerability, Private Sector Development, Export 
Development, Tourism, Mining, Infrastructure, Health, and Education. 
 
� The critical policy directions and programs as well as strategies and road maps 

included in the PASDEP to strengthen the agricultural sector to enhance ongoing 
development initiatives, 

� How PASDEP intends to bring about food security through early warning 
mechanisms, self-sufficiency and safety net programs and strategies, 

� The details of incentives as well as strategies to strengthen the private sector to 
fulfill its expectation in the way forward to foster export led industrial and 
agricultural development, 

� The modalities, benefits as well as policy directions to better utilize tourism, 
natural resources and destinations, 

� The strategies and programs for the key economic sectors and infrastructures 
that are identified as critical to attain fast economic development which include 
road maintenance and construction, power supply, telecommunications, water 
development and potable water supply, 
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� The strategic plans and objectives to enhance school enrollment and increase 
student to schooling ratio at varies levels, 

� The steps and measures those are included in the PASDEP document to end 
communicable diseases intended to increase health services, 

� Policy interventions and directions intended to incorporate gender mainstreaming 
to change the status of women in each and every socio economic sectors of the 
country along with strong steps to be taken to check the burden and spread of 
HIV/AIDS,  

� Addressing the special interests of the children, the issue of equality/ income 
distribution, including the decentralization of power vis-à-vis the PASDEP 
document, and  

� The range policy directions and thoughts to mobilize and raise finance from 
various sources along with the mechanisms used to allocate these financial 
resources to implement PASDEP  

 
These extensive discussions in the PASDEP document were then further elaborated 
following the questions and conceptions raised and forwarded by the participants. 
 
3.1.3 Discussions  
The participants who attended the consultative meeting in the two Woredas have raised 
various questions along with opinion sort of inquiries. The critical questions and 
opinions raised as well were also resounded by the discussants include: 
 
� The plans that were stated in the PASDEP document look ideal to be kept only in 

paper. This could be attributed to weak financial capacity in our side an example 
could be the number of water points that would have been feeding potable water 
to the residents of our woreda  ( Dugda Bora) that were simply left idle due to 
financial constraints to cover the maintenance cost. Thus where could the money 
rain for all these sort of plans that are included in the PASDEP?    

� What about the issue of human resource capability as well as effective utilization 
as could be seen in the Woredas, one could witness under utilization of the 
educated manpower due to various reasons? 

� The very terminology of the PASDEP entails a sound intention to end poverty. 
But would it be possible to end poverty with in five years time? How? 

� The PASDEP document says that a decentralized system of political 
administration is in place throughout the country. However, the human as well as 
financial capacity of woreda administrations is weak. In view of this scenario is it 
possible to claim as efforts have been undertaken to strengthen a decentralized 
system administration at the woreda level?   

� What about the issue providing agricultural inputs for in stance-improved seeds, 
variety of animal breeds as well as agricultural equipments to the farmers? 

� The fact that the economic initiatives and plans of the country including PASDEP 
are dependent on external financial aid and natural rain that threatens the 
actualization of these sound plans on the ground. Hence how did the PASDEP 
document view the effects of external political status quo as compared to the 
current internal political disputes and stalemates? 

� Does this PASDEP document incorporate the MDGs or not? 
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� Domestic animals specifically the plowing oxen are the vital asset to the farmer. 
However there is no mention made specifically about the well being of cattle and 
oxen? 

� Did the contribution and role of NGOs to materialize the PASDEP stipulated 
clearly?  

� What about the issue of their imbalanced distribution and coverage across the 
country? 

Following was explanations forwarded by the presenters to the above questions raised 
participants of the PASDEP consultative meeting which is believed to be the country's 
comprehensive development or poverty reduction plan for the years to come. 
 
As it is clearly stated in the PASDEP document the financial resources required to 
effectively implement the plan is extremely huge and the financial resources are 
intended to solicit from various stakeholders of which internal revenue, donors loan, 
grants and related soft finances are said to be the keys. 
 
It is true that the key to effectively implement the comprehensive development plans 
that   has been deliberated is dedicated and educated human manpower that not only 
Woredas but also the regional state failed to utilize the maximum level. It should be 
noted that the distribution as well as placement of skilled human resources should 
consider specific standards that do have organizational value to meet the stated 
development plans on time. In addition while recruiting staff at the woreda level care 
must be taken to consider the level of expertise associated with the commensurate 
salary than mere considerations of criterions that have little value to the work being 
carried out. 
 
The presenters asserted the fact that the mere use of the terminology "End Poverty" 
does not connote the intention of the government to wipe out poverty in all its forms 
once and for all with in a five year period rather it was meant to infer as the PASDEP is 
in fact one of the critical chapter of development initiatives to end poverty across the 
country. 
 
As regards the challenges faced during the distribution of improved seeds and animal 
species in the notable extension programs there are ample experiences that one could 
take as a lesson. Thus the PASDEP document considers best practices that proved to 
be fruitful than reinventing the wheel. 
 
It was also stated that the PASDEP as sole and comprehensive development should 
not only consider but also design way outs for possibly envisioned political as well as 
socio economic situations that might impede the functioning of actual plans. However it 
would be realistic to expect better harvest when there is better raining in addition to plan 
for any sort of natural practically rainfall related shocks. Nevertheless it would be 
impossible to incorporate all types of political as well as socio economic shocks and 
threats while planning every sort of development plans.   
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The presenters also noted that the PASDEP document is intended to bring about 
sustainable development step by step there by checking extreme poverty reasonably 
which in fact is one of the milestones of the Millennium Development Goals. 
 
One of the strengths mentioned by the discussants of the consultative forum is the fact 
that the PASDEP document being inclusive of special interests of the pastoral 
communities as well as important assets of the farming population. It extended different 
modalities to keep the domestic animal in general and the cattle population of the 
country at large. 

 
Finally the presenters discussed the special emphasis accorded to the civil society 
organizations that also includes NGO's as development partners and stakeholders that 
would contribute their part to enable the people themselves decide their destination. 
However the PASDEP document does not specifically state the need to assign NGO's 
or redistribute NGO's through out the country proportionately for this is entirely another 
matter outside the sphere of the document  

 
3.1.4 Conclusions  
The participants of the consultative meeting on the comprehensive development road 
map the country in the two Woredas of Oromia Regional State have forwarded their 
perspectives on the PASDEP document in line with the major sectorial issues discussed 
by the presenters. 
 
Most of the participants appreciated the consultative meeting stating that it would be 
advisable if alike deliberations be extended to the wider section of the society so that 
the public at large will take the full responsibility in implementing this important 
document that could be considered as a means to bring about promising future for the 
people as well as the country at large. They have also raised the issue of good 
governance as a key to mobilize public support for the success of the development 
plans. 
 
Participants also raised the issue of population growth not as a challenge for 
development but as a reliable resource to depend if all development plans should 
materialize. However at the household level uncontrolled number children that failed to 
consider the economic capability of the breadwinners could be seen as a problem to 
some extent.  
 
The participants strongly asserted that they do firmly believe that if they work together 
for same defined mission in this case poverty reduction by deploying will of the people   
companied by strong actions the envisaged and deliberated PASDEP document will be 
put in effect to active the Millennium Development Goals as well as the development 
objectives set by development actors across the country. 
 
Finally representatives from the woreda administrative offices delivered a closing 
remark reminding participants that it is the people of the woreda that is both the engine 
and beneficiary of this comprehensive development initiative referred as PASDEP. In 
the effort to realize the stated objectives of the major sectoral development issues that 
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participants have been deliberating, the woreda administration representatives stated 
their willingness and vigor to stand by the people.   
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3.2 AMHARA REGION  
 
3.2.1 Introduction 
24 and 27 participants attended the consultative meeting held on the PASDEP 
document in Fogera and Mecha Woredas of the Amhara Regional State, respectively.  
 
The comprehensive development document was produced and distributed in Amharic 
language to all of the participants so that participants would easily follow the 
deliberations as the presenters used to elaborate.   
 
The Administrator of Fogera woreda,Mr. Kibret Mohamed and Mr. Tesfahun Mengiste,  
Head with the Mecha woreda Finance and Economic Development Office have 
presided the consultative meetings held in the Woredas, respectively. 
 
In an opening speech they delivered during the consultative meetings both asserted the 
need to share once perspective in the details of the PASDEP document, which is 
expected to be the pillar of development agenda that the country would hold in the 
coming five years.    
 
3.2.2 Presentations   
The presenters of the PASDEP document in both Woredas were Mr. Maru Suleman, 
Mr.Ayana Tiruneh and Mr. Gashaw Bimerew. In their deliberations they have dealt with 
the PSDEP document in terms of the background on the concepts of poverty, growth 
and sustainable development in general, the essence of the PASDEP and key cross-
sectoral policies/strategies of the PASDEP as well as monitoring, financing and sources 
of finance to implement the plan. 
Among the basic points of the PASDEP document that the presenters brought to the 
attention of the participants include: 
� The situation of poverty in Ethiopia along with the challenges that threaten the 

ongoing poverty reduction strategies that the country is committing to actualize, 
� The list of success stories that were witnessed during the first phase sustainable 

development plan along the road to execute the national poverty reduction 
strategy, 

� The need to attain an economic development that would be satisfy the interests 
compatible with the size of the population growth that is showing a steady growth 
consecutively, 

� The benefits of embarking to build strong and supportive investment climate and 
opportunities that would accommodate not only local investors but also attract 
foreign investors to participate as well benefit from the free market economy that 
fosters economic development,  

� Enhancing private sector development to enable the sector play a vital role to 
bring about the desired development due to the fact that the PASDEP document 
advocates small government and big private sector that would be responsible to 
run the economy of the country in the future, 

� The need to strengthen basic services especially health facilities, water points as 
well as schooling facilities in a more diversified and integrated manner through 
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out the country to satisfy the current as well as future consumption and needs of 
the population, 

� Facts about the transport sector in the country along with the distribution, extent 
and quality of the various transport sectors with an emphasis to build roads to 
network and connect each and every woreda of the regions and the country at 
large, 

� How better health facilities and services would help to avert and prevent such 
global health threats like the HIV/AIDS pandemic and relate diseases, 

� The quest to mainstream gender in all development endeavors that would also 
help to tap the under utilized woman resources to enhance the ongoing 
development efforts, 

� In addition the presenters explained about the source of financial resources for 
all the sectoral development plans detailed in the PASDEP document that is 
sought from internal revenue as well as external development partners. 

 
3.2.3 Discussion 
Participants of the consultative meeting on the comprehensive strategic development 
document raised several questions along with sharing their perspectives with the 
presenters. The list of questions raised for further clarifications include: 
 
� How could it be possible to embark in an extensive plan in view of securing 

financial resources from external sources? 
� It was stated that agricultural produces should be market driven. However these 

products have failed to get a reasonable size of market to meet the expectations 
of the producers? 

� Who did produced the PASDEP document in the first place? Is that PANE? 
� How is the document planned to minimize the unchecked population growth the 

country is facing? 
� The document states the need to diversify the types of agricultural produces, 

which looks to disregards the issue of specialization in relation to producing 
agricultural produces? 

� The deliberations that is being undertaken in the document looks as if the 
planning of the document followed a top-down approach? 

� How is the PASDEP document planned to create job opportunities for the 
majority of the working force of the country? 

� Although the level of attention provided to the issue of population is valuable in 
the PASDEP document there is no single line governmental office at the woreda 
level that is responsible for population issue. Thus at a time when the woreda 
health desk is arguing as if it is not its responsibility to deal with the matter how 
could the stated policy intervention included in the PASDEP document to be 
effected at the woreda level? 

 
Thus based on the PASDEP document the presenters of the consultative meeting 
responded to the points raised by the participants by stating that as a developing 
country there is nothing wrong to embark in a national plan and look for external 
financial assistance. The fact that the Millennium Development Goals are ratified by all 
countries of the World rich or poor implies that alleviating poverty is not only a priory of 
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the Developing countries but also that of the Developed World. Thus it is true that part 
of the financial resource would be collected here and the rest from external sources in 
various ways and modalities. 
 
They also asserted that Ethiopia is not only a country referred as a mosaic of nations 
and nationalities but also a country rich in the Varity of climatic conditions it used to 
enjoy. Hence it is possible to specialize as well as diversify the types of agricultural 
produces relatively. 
 
As regards the producer or planner of the PASDEP document the presenters argued 
that the approach considered in the planning process is not a top-down approach as it 
was stated by one of the participants it rather is the other way round which could be 
substantiated by the fact that before producing the document the voices of various 
sections of the society was made to be incorporated. However PANE simply took the 
initiative to undertake these kinds of consultative meeting on the PASDEP document 
through out the country by interpreting the English text of the document in to locally 
workable languages so that the public at large would be aware of this nation wide 
comprehensive development plan. 
 
Among the proposed solutions to create job opportunities in a bid to accommodate the 
interests of the majority of the working force, the presenters mentioned the construction 
sector as an example to check unemployment.  
 
3.2.4 Concussions   
The presenters have forwarded suggestions based on the PASDEP document as well 
as the presentations undertaken. During the deliberations participants and presenters 
have reached a consensus. 
 
Participants have asserted that the level of attention attached to the environmental 
issue looks minimum adding that the measures opted to be taken to avert the HIV/AIDS 
pandemic are simply a replica of alike previous initiatives that failed to bring about the 
desired change.  
 
According to the participants, the policy interventions adopted to check the population 
boom in the region was said to be unrewarding. They also underscored the need to add 
in the PASDEP document about link between agricultural sector and the industrial 
sector. 
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3.3 SOUTHERN NATIONS, NATIONALITIES, AND PEOPLES REGION 
 
3.3.1 Introduction 
The consultative meeting to deliberate on the federal government drafted Plan for 
Accelerated and Sustainable Development to end Poverty (PASDEP) was held in Alaba 
Special Woreda and Yirgalem Woredas of the South Nations and Nationalities and 
People Regional State among representatives of the community, local government 
organizations, religious institutions, women and youth associations as well as members 
of non-governmental organizations operating in the respective areas.   
 
The success of the consultative meeting could be attributed among others to the active 
participation of representatives from the grass root government authorities and 
communal associations. 
 
The consultative meeting in the country's comprehensive development plans in Alaba 
Special woreda was presided Mr. Ahmed, Acting Head of the Special Woreda Finance 
and Economic Development Office, while that of the Yirgalem consultative meeting by 
Mr. Asmelash Abraham Head of Arada District of Yergalem Woreda. In their opening 
speech both speakers underlined the government commitment about the consultative 
workshop stating the initiative as part of a concerted worldwide effort to check poverty in 
all its forms in achieving the Millennium Development Goals. They further reminded 
each participant to question its role and add up new insights to enrich the draft 
document there by ringing the bell of the workshop   to proceed to the stated end. 
 
3.3.2 Presentations  
The presenters that deliberated on the PASDEP document in both Woredas were Ato 
Mekonnen Demesse, Mr. Tariku Tesema and W/o Engidaye Eshete. The presenters 
discussed about: the basic objectives and cross sectional issues of PASDEP and the 
major sectorial strategies and policies embedded in the PASDEP of which the most 
important ones of the deliberations include: 
� Facts about the first Poverty Reduction Strategy document, 
� The major strategies of the Second Five Year Poverty Reduction Paper, 
� The need for accelerated economic development, 
� Human resource development, underdevelopment and the critical development 

issues of the Millennium Development Goals as well as working strongly towards 
achieving the Millennium Development Goals and the necessity to create an 
extensive and pervasive job opportunities for the youth and the working force of 
the country at large were discussed elaborately, 

� Basic strategies of the PASDEP, 
� The need to bring about sustainable development through strong and diversified 

economic growth, 
� Specific business interventions valued worth to enhance economic development 

through the private sector, 
� The benefits of building strong institutional set up, 
� How to tap better opportunities emanating from weak economic revenues, 
� Maximizing the volume of exported items,   
� Strategies that incorporate varying natural environment 
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� The three Ethiopian development zones, 
� The linkages of the rural and urban development growth along with the special 

emphasis attached to pastoral areas 
� The modalities to withstand and check population boom, 
� The need to channel the strengths and potentials of the women workforce for 

economic development, 
� Strengthening the backbone of basic and rural economic engines, 
� Building once economic capacity before being susceptible to economic and 

natural shocks, 
� The pros and cons of diversifying agricultural produces, 
� Enhancing irrigation fed agricultural practices, 
� The basic strategies included in the document to realize food self sustainability 

and end the dependency syndrome, 
� The major rationales and assumptions associated with linking the various sector 

of the economy to market orientated strategies,   
� The details about export driven economy, 
� Raising and strengthening truism development, 
� The strategies and modalities to strengthen the road and transport sector, power 

supply, Telecommunications industry in the country, 
� The need to foster the health and education sectors at various levels to 

accommodate vested interest of the public in view of the Millennium 
Development Goals, 

� The various sectors included in the PASDEP 
� Sources of finance for the PASDEP along with the monitoring and evaluation 

strategies 
� How the issue of Gender along with the special interests of women and the 

children are incorporated in the PASDEP 
� Facts about the imbalance between rising population growth and stagnant 

economic growth 
� The critical policy issues and related considerations deployed to check 

environmental degradation and the HIV/AIDS pandemic current as well as future 
implications 

� The need for strengthening good governance and decentralized administrations 
at all levels to guarantee the success of the PASDEP. 

 
3.3.3 Discussions  
What is special about the deliberations of the PASDEP document in both Woredas was 
that the presenters addressed the major issues included in the comprehensive 
development plan with at most detail that pave ways for most of the participants to 
forward reasonable replies to several of the questions that were raised by the 
participants.  
However, while deliberating the range of substantive issues tabled by the by the 
presenters participants questioned whether the time allotted to deliberate in all the 
critical points included in the PASDEP descriptive document could be considered as 
enough.  
In addition participants argued based on the understandable fact that the Ethiopian 
agricultural development is thought to be market oriented however what are the kinds of 
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agricultural products that are considered to be profitable by the PASDEP along with the 
grounds to justify that? 
The presenters elaborated about the facts and status of the Ethiopian Agrarian 
economy that is entirely subsistence based and the need to transfer the age long 
paradigm of working to eat and eating to work towards profit making and market 
orientation that would in the end boost not only the capacity of the poor but also the 
economy of the country at large.  
However as regards the details of the agricultural produces that the PASDEP document 
identified as a priority for export market the presenters stated that it would be unwise to 
predict for the document to forecast what would be a marketable and profitable 
agricultural produce after a few years time it rather emphasized the need to consider 
alike options based a market research and information that line government offices 
either with in or outside the country would be providing to the peasantry. 
The fact that marketable produces like coffee would face various challenges in the 
international market could be seen as an example as to how far difficult would be for the 
a written comprehensive development like the PASDEP. However mention was made 
about the selected thirty or so verities of agricultural products like the flower farming, oil 
seeds which are thought to be profitable and intended to be produced in view of the 
possible favorable agricultural ecology of each woreda through out the country. 
The presenters also stated that although the time allotted to the deliberation could be 
considered as too short, the basic objective of the meeting is simply to create a relative 
awareness of the PASDEP document as well as to extend an opportune moment for all 
the participants drawn from varies section of the society and organizations to 
incorporate their ideas in a manner that would make participants in particular and the 
public they represent in general to be part of the process and the way forward in the 
PASDEP document in all its forms. 
 
3.3.4 Conclusions  
Participants commented about the need to undertake alike consultative meeting to the 
majority of the peasants that make up the larger section of the society. They also 
argued that the HIV/AIDS awareness programs so far carried out nationally failed to 
bring about the desired behavioral change to check the spread of the pandemic hence it 
would better if the PASDEP directs the awareness raising intervention at the household 
level. 
In addition participants urged the need to incorporate measures to fight traditional 
practices that impede negatively the whole productive life of the people at large this 
include the culture of spending scarce resource during times of marital and burial 
extended ceremonies along with strengthening a saving culture that in fact is one of the 
weaknesses that participants felt. 
Heads of the Woredas line government Offices deliberated concluding speeches 
reminding all participants about the need to discuss the range of issues raised in the 
consultative meeting with the public they represent so that it would be easy to mobilize 
the people for the success of the PASDEP. The heads appreciated PANE for taking the 
courageous measure and call up on all to such a wonderful workshop that brought 
together various representatives from the government as well as non-governmental 
organizations to work in partnerships and deliberate on the poverty reduction strategies 
and the Millennium Development Goals. 
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3.4 TIGRAY REGIONAL STATE  
 
3.4.1 Introduction 
30 and 35 participants attended the consultative meeting held on the PASDEP 
document in Wekroo and Dega Temben Woredas of the Tigray Regional State, 
respectively.  
 
The comprehensive development document was produced and distributed in Tigrigna 
language to all of the participants so that participants would easily follow the 
deliberations as the presenters used to elaborate.   
 
An aid and advisor to the Mayer of Wukroo woreda Mr. Assefa Mesnan as well as Mr. 
Kahessay Hiluf have delivered an opening remarks stating that the consultative 
meetings held on the PASDEP document, would help participants to sharpen their 
understanding and role to effect the pillar of development agenda that the regional 
government as well the Federal Government would endorse in the coming five years to 
check abject poverty.    
 
3.4.2 Presentations  
The presenters of the PASDEP document in both Woredas have dealt with the PSDEP 
document in terms of the background on the concepts of poverty, growth and 
sustainable development in general, the essence of the PASDEP and key cross-
sectoral policies/strategies of the PASDEP as well as monitoring, financing and sources 
of finance to implement the plan. 
Among the basic points of the PASDEP document that the presenters brought to the 
attention of the participants include: 
 
� The situation of poverty in Ethiopia along with the challenges that threaten the 

ongoing poverty reduction strategies that the country is committing to actualize, 
� The list of success stories that were witnessed during the first phase sustainable 

development plan along the road to execute the national poverty reduction 
strategy, 

� The need to attain an economic development that would be satisfy the interests 
compatible with the size of the population growth that is showing a steady growth 
consecutively, 

� The benefits of embarking to build strong and supportive investment climate and 
opportunities that would accommodate not only local investors but also attract 
foreign investors to participate as well benefit from the free market economy that 
fosters economic development,  

� Enhancing private sector development to enable the sector play a vital role to 
bring about the desired development due to the fact that the PASDEP document 
advocates small government and big private sector that would be responsible to

3.4.3 Discussions  
Participants of the consultative meeting on the comprehensive strategic development 
document raised several questions along with sharing their perspectives with the 
presenters. 
 
The list of questions raised for further clarifications that as well were deliberated in 
depth include: 
 
� Do the PASDEP document incorporated Strategies to avert urban poverty? 
� As compared to the previous development initiatives how did the PASDEP dealt 

with the issue of networking and collaboration between the rural and urban 
populace?-What specific plans and intentions are intended in the plan to bring 
about the desired development in the woreda? 

� How could the PASDEP be attainable in the Woredas where one could hardly 
see viable difference as regards the change in budget allotment and strengths in 
the executive wing at the local level? 

� How feasible would it be for the development document to wipe out poverty that 
placed its ramifications and prints in the region for the last several hundred 
years? 

� The document states the need to diversify the types of agricultural produces as 
well to embark on other sectors of development, which in our case failed to 
materialize. 

 
The presenters on their part shared their perspectives as regards strategies considered 
to check urban poverty along with modalities designed to mobilize and coordinate the 
public at large both in the rural and urban areas. They also, in general, asserted the 
feasibility of the comprehensive development document view of the realities and 
experiences of past achievements of the region in carrying out various development 
initiatives.   
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3.4.4 Conclusions  
The presenters have appreciated the range of strategies that were included in the 
PASDEP document to end poverty and forwarded suggestions based on the PASDEP 
document that the real responsibility to effect the plan lies in their hands. 
 
Finally, participants of the consultative meetings in both Woredas highlighted how far 
the people of the region went to kick off the dictator regime which they argued that 
poverty has become another dictatorial a system that they vowed to fight and win. 
 
 
3.5 AFAR REGIONAL STATE 
 
3.5.1 Introduction 
The consultative workshops to deliberate on Plan for Accelerated and Sustainable 
Development to end Poverty (PASDEP) were held in Dubti and Awash   Woredas of the 
Afar Regional State on the 20 th and 22 th of July, 2006 respectively. Whereas the 
workshop in Dubti Woreda was held in Tendaho hall, that of the Awash Woreda was 
held in Genet Hotel. Participants of the workshops   were drawn from representatives of 
the community, local government organizations, religious institutions, women residing in 
the localities as well as members of non-governmental organizations operating in the 
respective Woredas.  
 
In both cases, from 8: 30-9:00 a.m. the task of registering participants, distributing 
stationery materials and the summarized Amharic version of the PASDEP document. By 
this time, Mr. Mohammed Ahmed, Acting Head of the Dubti Woreda Administration in 
the Dubti case, and Head of the Awash Woreda Administration (who were invited to 
make opening speech); Ato Samson Shale, senior expert in the regional finance bureau 
and Ato Abdul, an expert in the Awash Woreda Finance and planning Desk (who 
assumed the role of chairperson in Dubti and Awash Woreda respectively); and Ato 
Zelalem Getachew and Ato Samson Nishan who were presenters in both Dubti and 
Awash cases were ready in their reserved seats waiting for the start of the workshop. 
Then the chair persons invited the two guests to made an opening speech in workshops 
of there respective Woredas. 
 
Accordingly, whereas the consultative meeting in Dubti Woreda was started with the 
opening speech made by Mr. Mohammed Ahmed, Acting Head of the Dubti Woreda 
Administration, while that of the Awash Woreda consultative meeting by the woreda 
Administrator. In their opening speech both speakers underlined the government's 
increased concern and commitment to encourage such consultative workshop stating 
the initiative as part of a concerted worldwide effort to check poverty in all its forms and 
in achieving the Millennium Development Goals. In their deliberation the two speakers 
had appreciated PANE's initiative to conduct such kind of grass root consultation which 
is vital for the successful realization of the plan. They also further asked both PANE and 
other actors to replicate similar consultations in other Woredas of the region.    
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They further reminded each participant to make valuable contributions by adding up 
new insights to enrich the document there by ringing the bell of the workshops to 
proceed to the stated end. 
 
3.5.2 Presentations  
Ato Zelalem Getachew and Ato Samson Nishan took the presentations of the 
summarized PASDEP document in both Dubti and Awash Woreda. in line with the 
contents of the document, the presenters tried to explain the document to the workshop 
participants. Ato Zelalem in his presentation tried to address the following major topics 
of presentation. 
 
� The overall situation of poverty in the country and previous efforts, achievements, 

and tangibly realized results as a result of implementing poverty reduction 
strategy; 

� The major challenges that the country is currently facing while trying to realize 
development and end poverty; 

� The necessity of registering fast and accelerated growth as away of getting out of 
poverty; 

� The issue of human development and poverty and its link with the Millennium 
Development Goals   

� The pillars, implementing strategies, and expected results of the PASDEP plan; 
� Key sectoral policies and issues embedded in the PASDEP document; 
� Ato Samson Nishan in his part covered the following major parts of the document 

in his presentation; 
� The cross-sectoral issues that has been addressed by the document; 
� The issue of financing the plan and the monitoring and evaluation design that is 

put in place by the PASDEP document. 
 
3.5.3 Discussions  
At the end of the presentations made by Ato Zelalem and Ato Samson Nishan during 
the morning and afternoon secessions, the chair persons, Ato Samson Sahile and Ato 
Abdul summarized the presentations and opened the forum for discussion, asking 
participants to actively involve in the discussion.  
 
Commenting on the document, one of the participants from the Dubti Woreda said that 
the plane seems a very nice national development framework. Nevertheless, he also 
went on to say that "the problem is in its implementation that has been witnessed in our 
experience in the past fifteen years". Similarly, the participants of the Awash Woreda 
expressed their doubts about the practicability of the plane. An elder (from Dubti 
Woreda) and a religious leader (from Awash), also explicitly stated this. The former 
expressed saying that '' we fond out that every thing is a pretext and, therefore, this 
days, we prefer keep quiet to speak on meetings''. The religious leader on his part also 
said that'' we hear ideas/ plans so many times and we tell that to our communities." But, 
he went on to say," most of the times it remains on paper without being implemented. 
This means that we are laying our community which in fact is against the principle of 
Allah''.  
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One participant from Dubti pointed out the need to make farm land available to those 
who are in need of it. Also, in relation to this, participants from both cases expressed the 
need to demonstrate plowing/farming practices, indicating that those Afars who have 
started plowing are becoming richer and richer. However, they also made it clear that 
there exists a wrong belief that says farming will make animals becomes extinct and 
also rearing impossible. 
 
Coming to problems that are specific to the afar region, participant's indicated the 
absence of university/college in the region; and of roads those connct rural areas. Also 
they indicated that here exist serious problems related to the Awash River both when it 
becomes full (during the rainy season) as it floods the areas around it and displaces 
people. Another serious problem that was raised by the participants is related to the 
problem of potable water. According to them, recently, about five elementary schools 
were closed as students went to another area in search of water. Also, the poor quality 
of education in the region is also indicated as one of the serious problems as students 
are simply allowed to pass from one grade to another for the mere purpose of reporting 
large number of student enrollment.  
 
The fact that the PASDEP document stated the need to educate women is appreciated 
by the participants. Be this as it may, however, it was indicated that it is unlikely to get 
women educated together with men because of cultural and religious reasons. If 
educating women that is stated in the PASDEP document is successfully realized in the 
region, there should be a separate arrangement of schools for male and female 
students. 
 
In relation to HIV/AIDS, participants mentioned the existence of the culture of marriage 
with out knowing the couples' HIV/AIDS status. This according to participants is 
dominant among the Muslim population in the region.  
 
Participants of both the Dubti and Awash woreda, exemplifying the Chinese experience, 
have of the view that the population issue need not be totally considered as a liability 
but as an asset as well. 
 
Commenting on the commercialization of agriculture, participants indicated that it is 
difficult for the Afar people to get benefit from the sale of their animals since the animals 
are not as such domesticated as it is the case in the other regions of the country. 
According to them, the animals are so wild that one needs to shout them to bring to 
market area. To this, the participants recommended the need to introduce new breads 
of animals from other regions of the country. 
 
One of the major problems raised by the participants of both cases is that related to the 
problem of monitoring the proper utilization of allocated finance to planned development 
purposes. According to participants, the lion share of the resource allocated to 
implement development plans are usually appropriated by individuals and spend in 
meetings.  
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One participant who represented an NGO that operates in the region see that the 
PASDEP document doesn't recognize and consider CSOs as an equal partner of 
development compared to the recognition it has given to the government and the private 
sector.    
 
Finally, the participants of both cases commented that the time they have taken to 
discuss the document is not enough. They also recommended that it would have been 
better had they got the document earlier so that they could read it intensively and come 
up 
 
3.5.4 Conclusions  
The consultation workshops conducted in both Woredas come up with important 
comments, suggestions, views that were forwarded by the workshop participants. 
During the discussion time, participants appreciated PANE's initiative and decision to 
forward the consultations. They also appreciated th comprehensiveness of the PASDEP 
plan.  
 
The discussions also revealed the existence of serious problems in the region. Among 
this the major one is that related to the adverse effect of past failures to effectively 
implement development plans. From the discussions it was learned that people are so 
frustrated that they are even becoming more and more reluctant to forward their ideas in 
meetings that seek their consultation. An equally important problem that exists in the 
region, and repeatedly raised by participants, is the poor institutional arrangement to 
monitor and evaluate the proper utilization of financial resource allocated for the 
purpose of implementing development plans.  
 
The discussions also revealed the existence of development constraints and/or 
challenges specific to the region. These include, among others, the following: poor road 
infrastructure, lack of adequate and sustainable potable water supply, problem arises 
from Awash river both during the rainy and dry seasons, existence of undomesticated 
animals, negative attitude towards farming practice, and the practice of marriage without 
knowing the HIV/AIDS status of couples. 
In sum, results of the consultations in both Woredas show that engaging in advocacy 
tasks that aimed at empowering the local people to track the implementation processes 
of the regional PASDEP strategy and building the monitoring capacity of government 
offices has of a paramount importance. 
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3.6 BENISHANGUL GUMUZ REGIONAL STATE  
 
3.6.1 Introduction 
 
The consultative meetings held in Assosa and Mengea Woeredas of the Benishangul 
Gumuz National Regional State was attended by representatives and experts drawn 
from line government offices and NGO's operational in the regional state, the business 
community, the elderly as well as religious leaders. The total number of participants in 
both Woredas was found to be 50.  
 
In both cases of the PASDEP document consultative deliberations the attitude and 
collaboration of the invited development stakeholders in general and representatives of 
local level government officials including Woreda experts representing line 
governmental office was sound and attractive. 
 
In the opening speech delivered at   the consultative meeting held Assosa Woreda, Mr. 
Abdulahe Mohammed, Head of the Woreda council as well Mr. Atom Ali, Woreda House 
Speakers argued in favor of the government's strategy to bring about sustainable 
development through a market oriented economy. The speakers stated about the 
incumbent's intention to embark on such lofty responsibility   to better the life of the 
people and survival of the country as statehood. Hence they reminded participants to 
consider the consultative on comprehensive development plan as a means to wipe out 
poverty and live in prosperity.  
 
Both speakers appreciated PANE's effort and underscored the need to actively 
participate and deliberate on the PASDEP document towards changing underdeveloped 
regional states economy in Ethiopia, which also is true for Benshangul Gumuz National 
Regional State. 
 
3.6.2 Presentations 
In both consultative meetings three presenters namely Mr. Tesfaye Ejigu, Mr. Abdu 
Mohammed and Endris Ahmed discussed about the concepts of poverty, growth and 
sustainable development in general to familiarize participants about the major sectoral & 
cross-sectoral issues, strategies and policies embedded in PASDEP document which is 
considered as the comprehensive development document of the country. 
 
It was stated that the five years plan (PASDEP) that was produced in line with the 
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs).    
 
Among the crucial points that were paid due attention by the presenters include: 
� Facts about the situation of poverty in Ethiopia in general and the regional state 

which is usually termed as underdeveloped region by self employed 
measurements as compared to other nations and nationalities in the country in 
terms of several socio-economic development indicators, 

� What is referred as the poverty trap, in relation to the range of challenges to 
check deeply interwoven pennilessness by the majority of citizens as well as the 
country at large, 
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� The achievements exhibited during the first poverty reduction strategy that were 
embarked at all levels, 

� The policies and strategies to win over poverty as is clearly stipulated in the 
PASDEP document, 

� The major sectorial policies designed for each economic sector in view of the 
opportunities and challenges that are sought to face in the way ahead, 

� In this regard the presenters put an emphasis that is specific to the major 
economic sectors as is identified in the PSDEP that includes among others: 

� The policies and strategies designed for the agricultural sector of the country 
which is considered as an engine of the whole economy, 

� The issues and linkages of food self sufficiency and susceptibility to food crisis, 
� The challenges as well as the strategies to strengthen export driven economy, 
� Sector specific policies and strategies of the truism, mining, basic infrastructure, 

health and education sectors of the country as is envisioned in the PASDEP 
document, 

� In addition the details of the cross cutting issues that the PASDEP document 
places highest regard to effect the stated objectives were elaborated as: 

� The need to mainstream gender in all development initiatives as part of ending 
the hardships and strengthening fruitful engagement of women in the economy to 
better harness fresh opportunities, 

� The state of malnutrition and population growth that is unmatched with the state 
of economic growth that the country is pacing, 

� The issue of the HIV/AIDS pandemic as a critical development challenge facing 
the survival of the people at large which do have serious socio economic and 
political implications in the way ahead coupled with the strategic policy 
orientations designed to mitigate the problem, 

� The critical issues of good governance and the need to foster a decentralized 
system administration to check the malaise of favorable economic growth that is 
in friendly with mother earth, 

� The financial resources needed and should be collected domestically as well as 
solicited from other sources like donor countries, and international financial 
institutions, in addition to the debt cancellation that is intended to eradicate 
poverty in all its terms. 

 
Following the explanation in workable manner the forum was opened for the participants 
to either forward their perspective in any of the points discussed and / or to raise points 
and questions for further clarifications. 
 
3.6.3 Discussions 
The participants who attended the consultative meeting on the comprehensive 
development document referred as PASDEP in Assosa and Mengea Woredas of 
Benishngul Gumuz National state have raised series of questions to better grasp the 
ideals raised during the discussion immediately after the deliberations. These include: 
 
� How could it be possible to decrease fertility rate of the population in a society 

that value giving birth as a divine blessing? 
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� The PASDEP document clearly explained about modern fertilizers with out any 
mention of compost that farmers could easily manage it by themselves? 

� Do the strategies to attain food self-sufficiency that are mentioned in the 
PASDEP document considered the real natural resources that the country is 
endowed with? 

� The fact that educational and health infrastructures are being constructed in the 
regional state do not justify better coverage in schooling and health services 
because of lack of skilled manpower to run the services. How did the PASDEP 
document respond to that? 

� There were irrigation projects that were erected in some peasant associations of 
the Woredas. In this regard how did the comprehensive development document 
treated the issue of irrigation schemes and projects to foster agricultural 
productivity in the regional state? 

� When we talk of poverty reduction we all have in mind the threats felt by the 
HIV/AIDS pandemic daily. However, why is the government continued to lend 
licenses to business engaged in the hotel services, which in reality fosters the so-
called sexual industry in a way? 

� The document elaborates in depth about the future in many respects. However 
when one finds little about the issue of whether the special interests as well as 
the challenges faced by the children and women in the region were incorporated 
or not, in the PASDEP document? 

� Among the reasons that contribute to the low yield in agricultural productivity is 
the challenge posed by imported plant parasites. How does the document dealt 
with such external or imported threats?   

� The fact that the government enhances the private business also affects the 
livelihood of the poor. How would the government help the majority to cope up 
with the unexpected shocks of the market that at times are beyond the capacity 
of the consumer to settle?   

� Here is the list of responses and clarifications that the presenters forwarded in 
response to the   questions brought to their attention during the consultative 
meeting on the PASDEP document. 

� The policy orientation as well as strategies designed to manage unfavorable 
population growth in the PASDEP document simply based not in religious 
doctrines of one or the other religion but on the facts about the status and trends 
of the population growth coupled with the capacity of the households to care as 
well as feed the new born babies. Hence the strategies designed to check 
unwanted population growth is meant to enable families to feed and manage 
his/her newborn babies that is incompliance with nature and religion. The specific 
policies referred in the PASDEP document include for instance to guarantee safe 
motherhood concept which is in fact to protect the health of both mothers and 
newborn babies during and after delivery. 

� The fact that the time allotted to deliberate on the details of each sectorial issues, 
policies and strategies looks short should not imply that some of the concerns 
and questions raised were not fully treated in the PASDEP document that is part 
of the reason to distribute the full text of the PASDEP document in a workable 
language that participants are in friendly with. Thus for example the document 
dealt satisfactorily about the issues of irrigation fed agricultural extension 
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programs along with utilizing compost as a fertilizer when it better satisfies the 
desired agricultural input.  In addition the document address the issue of 
delivering quality education and health services in detail as any effort to build 
infrastructures with out assigning qualified skilled manpower is a futile 
development exercise.   

� In relation the HIV/AIDS pandemic the presenters strongly argued to deal with 
the bedrock cause of the problem that is poverty. They noted that the service 
industry including hotel services had been operational before the coming of the 
HIV/AIDS pandemic.   

� It was said that the agricultural development package that would be fostered to 
comply with export orientation addresses many issues including what participants 
have risen.  

� According to the presenters it would be unrealistic to support on the one hand 
free market economy where by the private sector would serve as a catalyst and 
on the other hand oppose the associated challenges that company the process. 
Hence the public should never expect the government to deal with all sort of 
unexpected market crisis, rather is expected to come up with self-sponsored 
solutions.  

 
3.6.4 Conclusions   
 
The range of ideas, concerns as well as remarks that participants have aired during the 
deliberations include: 
� It is true that the document we have been deliberating is prepared nationally and 

one could understand the positive developments that were registered during the 
first phase of the implementation of the plan. However it would have been better 
if specific information as to the status of the Benishangul Gumuz Regional State 
performance have been included to have a clear picture as to where we stand 
along with identifying sectors that received critical attention. 

� The PASDEP document failed to address failures about our feeding culture that 
partly contributed to the poverty that we used to experience. 

� Several points have been raised and discussed to check the HIV/AIDS pandemic 
like the benefits of relying on condom and different contraceptives. However it 
would be better to stick to the commandments of the almighty than utilizing the 
sort of methodologies that could be considered as sinful. Thus it is better to 
believe and live according to the words of the Father, which would also, is the 
way to get out of poverty. 

� It would be better if line governmental offices work in partnership as well plan 
together to achieve the set of development objectives that we have been 
deliberating. The fact that the bureau of Water, Health, and Agriculture failed to 
collaborate, plan and work in unison at least in their strategic document 
contributed to the backwardness of the region. 

� The issue of mobility of the working force across the region has never been dealt 
systematically which also contributed shortage and at times scarcity of skilled 
manpower in the region, which also is true for the Woredas. 

� Apart from creating open ended and easy to comply investment rules and 
regulations to attract reasonable private investment in the region measures to 
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strengthen the capacity of the private sector should be considered to attract more 
investors in the regional state. 

� It should be noted that the ongoing Alternative Basic Education Program 
underway in the region has several shortcomings of which the issue of delivering 
quality standards of educational curriculum could be mentioned. Thus attention 
should be directed towards keeping the quality of Alternative Basic Education 
Program as well as Distance Education Program in the region.  

� Subsequent to the above opinions and perspectives forwarded to the attendants 
of the consultative meeting invited government officials delivered a closing 
remark reminding the public to be fully aware of the PASDEP document which 
could be considered as a safety net to end poverty in the region and called up on 
all participants to aware the public they represent as local government authorities 
will be ready to commit themselves to realize the stated visions and plans in the 
document. 
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3.7 GAMBELA REGION 

  
3.7.1 Introduction 
 
Around 24 participants attended the consultative meeting held in Abbobo woreda of the 
Gambella Region while that of the consultative meeting in Gambella Environs woreda 
was attended by 31 participants drawn from different sections of the society as well as 
representatives from the local government offices and various NGO's operating in the 
area. 
 
The deliberations made with higher officials of the region as to the relevance of 
organizing the consultative meeting along with the composition of participants and the 
selection of the Woredas was accomplished easily due to the unreserved 
cooperativeness of the administration. 
 
In the consultative meeting of the country's comprehensive development plan referred 
as PASDEP document Mr. Peter Obang, vice administrator with Abbobo woreda 
delivered an opening speech. In his opening remarks the vice administrator of the 
woreda underscored the fact that the PASDEP document is the sole road map 
development plan of the country that was produced in consultation with various sections 
of the society like among others the business community, NGO's and civil society 
organizations as well as concerned governmental offices to enrich its contents as well 
as policy orientations and directions. He also explained that the original PASDEP 
document was prepared in English language however a network of local NGO's referred 
as PANE translated the document in to three local language (Oromigna, Tigrigna and 
Amaharic) to enable participants in all Woredas that alike consultation is being 
undertake to understand and be familiarize with the comprehensive development plan. 
The vice administrator of he woreda then called up on all participants to engage 
themselves in the PASDEP document consultative meeting that would ease the 
implementation process in the woreda. 
 
3.7.2 Presentations  
The presenters of the PASDEP document in both consultative meetings were   Mr. 
Umett Agowa and Mr. AntenehTesfaye. To better aware participants of the consultative 
meeting a facilitator was assigned to interpret the basic discussion points in a local 
language referred as Agnua that serves as a medium for several participants. They 
have presented about the basic objectives and cross sectional issues of PASDEP and 
the major pillars, sectorial strategies and policies of the PASDEP document along with 
the essence and facts about poverty in Ethiopia and the Millennium Development 
Goals.  In doing so they discussed   the following concepts: 
 
• The faces of poverty in Ethiopia in terms of various socio economic sectors like 

health, education, infrastructure development as well as potable water coverage. 
• The range of policy implementations as well as the challenges faced while the 

government was striving to deal with all those complex problems in view of the 
status of the country vis-à-vis achieving the Millennium Development Goals. 
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• An evaluative analysis about the results of Poverty Reduction Strategy Program   
• The basic sectorial policies and strategies of the eight critical sectors of the 

economy that were identified in the PASDEP document, 
• The critical business interventions valued worth to enhance economic development 

to bring about sustainable development through strong and diversified economic 
growth that fosters private sector involvement and role in the whole development 
process, 

• How the PASDEP document elaborates the benefits of building strong institutional 
set up not only to bring about the desired economic development but also to tap 
better opportunities emanating vibrant and free market economic systems   

• Strategies as well as major rationales and assumptions associated with linking the 
various sector of the economy to market orientated strategies with the emphasis 
attached to direct the agricultural economy in to export driven economy that 
incorporates varying natural environment in addition to the linkages created 
between rural and urban development growth, 

• The socio economic strategies adopted to withstand and check population boom, 
that enhances modalities and empowerment strategies to benefit from the strengths 
and potentials of women for economic development, 

• Strengthening agricultural sector that is viewed as the backbone of basic and rural 
economic engines with the need to diversify agricultural produces along with 
adopting irrigation fed agricultural practices, 

• The strategies included in the document to realize food self sufficiency to check the 
recurring drought that the country used to face, 

• The strategies to strengthen health and education services as well as the road and 
transport, and power supply sectors, and the telecommunications industry in the 
country plus the envisaged sources of finance for the PASDEP comprehensive 
development document.  

 
3.7.3 Discussions  
Following the extensive discussion that was forwarded to the participants by the 
discussants attendants of the consultative meeting presentations on the PASDEP 
document raised various questions of which the list includes: 
 
• How far aware is the Regional Government is about the comprehensive 

development plan referred as PASDEP document?  
• What special emphasis was given for the involvement of civil society organizations 

in general and NGOS's in terms of the whole facet of project life of the PASDEP 
document? 

 
The presenters argued that high officials of the Regional State have participated in the 
successive deliberations that was held at the central level to produce what is referred as 
the PASDEP document what the participants of these consultative meeting used to 
debate. Thus the level of awareness of the administrative body of the region as regards 
the PASDEP document is reasonably better. However line regional bureaus and offices 
are expected to be in friendly with the document as they would be consulted and 
enabled to deliberate on the development plan by the regional government. In addition it 
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was stated that PANE has taken the initiative in some selected Woredas across the 
country as it has been done in Gambella Regional State to aware the wider public by 
calling up on representatives from various sections of the society as well a development 
partners in each of the selected Woredas to deliberate the PASDEP document. 
 
In connection with the role and extent of participation and consultation undertaken with 
Civil Society Organizations including NGO's while producing the PASDEP document, 
the presenters stated that their role and contribution was immense and vital.  Although 
the number of NGO's in the region would not be considered as commendable they are 
valued in the PASDEP as development stakeholders paving the ways for their valuable 
input and contribution to the success of the comprehensive development plan.  The 
presenters pointed out the expected roles that NGO's would better engage in the 
PASDEP document includes the monitoring and evaluation responsibilities. 
 
3.7.4 Conclusions  
In the subsequent consultative meetings held on the PASDEP document in the two 
woreda of the Gambella Regional State participants in both Woredas have raised the 
issue of peace and stability in the region as a critical concern to effectively implement 
the whole programs stated in the comprehensive document. 
 
Apart from the presenters woreda officials that attended the consultative meeting 
argued that unless there is peace and stability in the region there would not be any thing 
called development. Thus for development to flourish in the Woredas as well as in the 
regional state there has to be peace and stability and for that to happen all participants 
of the consultative meeting along with their fellow country men and women should exert 
their effort the level best. 
 
While delivering concluding remarks to the participants of the consultative meeting in 
the PASDEP document Mr. Petter Ubong, Vice Administrator of Abbobo woreda as well 
as Mr. Ottow Uottin, Administrator of the Gambella Environs Woreda underscored the 
benefits of the consultative meeting that was made possible with the support and 
encouragement sought from a local NGO named as PANE called up on all participants 
to attend alike initiatives and meetings that are useful to the region. The speakers finally 
expressed their appreciation for PANE for bringing such an opportunity to debate and 
be aware of the country's development document that is considered as the key to check 
poverty in all its forms adding that participants should contribute their role to implement 
the stated plan of actions included in the PASDEP document.  
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3.8 HARARI REGION 
 
3.8.1 Introduction 
Following the discussion conducted with the vice president of the Harari People’s 
Regional State about the procedures of the workshop an agreement was reached about 
the significance of the workshop to be held in the two Woredas namely Shenkore and 
Dire Tiyara. In addition the Finance and Economic Development Bureau of the region 
took the initiative to conduct the workshop in consultation with other line government 
bureaus.   
 
The administrative bodies of the two Woredas took the responsibility to organize the 
place of the workshop and to call up on participants, which enabled the consultative 
meeting a success.     
 
In his opening Speech Mr. Getent Chane said that the government of Ethiopia has been 
exerting its effort to bring about   the desired economic developments with the aim of 
achieving the Millennium Development Goals through the 3 years SPPRP that is 
subsequently followed by the second phase 5 years PASDEP. 
 
He noted PANE's ideal contribution in the former SDPRP as well as the current 
PASDEP document in collaboration with civil society organizations which continued its 
role in creating awareness among the executing bodies of PASDEP at the grass root 
level. 
 
In the consultative workshop held in Dire Tiyara Mr. Mahammed Ahmmad Chair person 
of the woreda administration   has elaborated on the five-year development plan 
referred as PASDEP as important development initiative   to pull out of poverty and 
urged participants to deliberate on the   development document   actively.  
 
3.8.2 Presentations  
During the PASDEP document consultative meetings in both Woredas three resource 
persons have addressed the various issues detailed in the development plan. 
In his deliberation Mr. Adugna Abraham explained about the millstones of PASDEP 
concepts: - 
• The broad PASDEP strategy growth and poverty reduction  
• The poverty profile of Ethiopia 
• Retrospective of progress and achievements under SDPRP 1 
• Cross cutting issues identified in the document like governance, decentralization 

and gender equality.   
 

Mr. Abdulfeta Mohammad on the other hand have presented the PASDEP document in 
terms of  
• The Macro economic framework  
• Macro economic development during the last three years   
• Macro economic objectives strategies and policies in the medium term  
• How the plan is financed 
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• The Monitoring and evaluation systems of the PASDEP 
• The third presenter Mr. Samuel kebede on his part discussed among others on the 

key sectors of the PASDEP specially:  
• Sectorial Policies, Programs and targets for accelerated development to end 

poverty  
• Agriculture  
• Tourism  
• Mining  
• Infrastructure   
• Health  
• Education  
 

3.8.3 Discussions  
Following the extensive presentations on the PASDEP document participants have 
raised several questions to understand not only how the development document 
address the issues but also how realistically the issues were treated in the development 
document vis-à-vis with the facts in their respective Woredas. 
 
In this regard the list of questions raised in both consultative woreda meetings include: 
 
• How did the PASDEP document addresses the problems and challenges in relation 

to the ever-increasing unemployment, street life, rural urban migration, issue of 
population growth in the Woredas as well as the region at large? 

• What is the   future plan in capacity building areas as well as empowering women 
who establish association and want to be economically powerful along with the 
issue of providing credit and saving services for the various sectors of the society?   

• What is the plan to attract foreign investors in Harari regional state?  
• What is the five years plan in terms of extending support to handicraft works and 

professional association? 
• What is the plan to expend education from the level of kindergarten, high school, 

preparatory and adult education? 
• What is the plan to control youth delinquency and drug abuse? 
• What is the five-year plan to abolish harmful traditional practices including female 

genital mutilation? 
• We don’t get fertilizers on time? Why? 
• We do have acute shortage of potable water to drink and fresh water for agricultural 

products, what is the plan of the regional government? 
• The road from Harar to Dire Tiyara is badly damaged and repeated appeal to the 

regional government failed, what is the plan   to solve this big problem? 
• There is no good service in the health centers of the woreda in particular and at the 

regional level in general, what is the PASDEP future plan to solve this serious 
problems? 

• When we hear from the media the budget for rural development to account about 
60% of the government budget, where is our share? 
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• The health centers established in the Woredas don’t have the necessary human 
power (professionals) hence how is these problems addressed in the PASDEP 
document? 

• There is no efficient veterinary service in the woreda the professionals that are 
assigned for this task are not found   in their work?   

Subsequently the presenters as well as woreda level line government officials have 
responded to the   questions raised by participants of the consultative meeting as 
follows. 
 
The presenters asserted that to solve the problem of unemployment the government 
has launched the micro and small business development scheme.  Hence TVET 
graduates organized in groups are getting credit service and become productive. In this 
regard the Harari peoples Regional State Micro and Small Business development office 
is established to provide such services, however the process of establishing a micro 
finance institution in Harari is not yet finalized. In addition handicrafts and professional 
associations are assisted to get credit services and a plot of an area to launch their 
businesses. 
 
In the PASDEP document women are regarded as main economic force for the over all 
socio economic development of the country in general and the region in particular. Thus 
the region is supporting women groups and associations by providing them credit and 
training facilities. 
 
Capacity building is one of the major plan of the government is engaged to alleviate the 
shortage of skilled man power in the regional state which is companied by the provision 
of extensive of trainings, workshop, formal and informal education to various sections of 
the society.  
 
While responding the issue of population growth and rural urban migration in the region 
it was stated that the areas are among the major challenges that the region is facing 
and trying hard to curb population growth by providing contraceptives, health care and 
counseling services for girls and women.  
 
It is true that youth delinquency and drug abuse are impediments for the youth and the 
ongoing development in the region hence the region has planed to establish youth 
associations to expand youth entertainment centers and prepare them for productive 
engagement. 
 
3.8.4 Conclusions  
Along the continuum of the consultative meeting in the PASDEP document the 
participants in each woreda were made to be divided into two groups in a bid to 
evaluate not only the past 3years development plan but also the PASDEP document 
itself so that points would be identified by the participants perspectives would be 
included. Thus each group presented the main development endeavor and limitations, 
which was companied by comments on the PASDEP.  
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Therefore participants of the consultative meeting asserted that the following points 
should be incorporated in the PASDEP document. 
 
In the educational plan there should be due attention of adult education in the cities 
/Harar and DireDawa/ and the countryside of the region.  
 
The five-year development plan should address the problem of handicaps and support 
them to lead a productive live. 
 
In the decentralization processes power and authority should be distributed genuinely at 
grass root. 
 
There should be strong monitoring mechanisms to enhance and ensure lack of 
accountability on the part of government officials. 
 
Finally, Mr. Getente Chane in his concluding remark appreciated PANE for providing the 
forum to undertake the valuable discussion on the PASDEP document in the region.  
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3.9 DIRE DAWA CITY ADMINISTRATION  
 
3.9.1 Introduction 
The consultative meeting on the PASDEP document held in the Dire Dawa 
Administrative town was held in Kebele 06 and Kebele 02. In attendance to the 
workshop held on the comprehensive development document in the two Kebeles of the 
Dire Dawa town were invited participants drawn from Desk of the Kebeles as well as 
members of the different sections of the society including experts from the NGO's 
operating in the area and line governmental offices. 
 
During the consultative meeting Mr. Solomon and Mr. Fesahiye Gezahgn, 
Administrators of Kebele 02 and 06, respectively delivered an opening speech. Both 
speakers asserted that although the government might come up with best development 
plans to check poverty it will not bear fruit unless   the people are consented and 
allowed to take the lion share participation.  
 
They added that for the current comprehensive development plan to succeed every 
citizen in general and participants of the PASDEP consultative meeting should have a 
clear picture about the range of polices and strategies that would be deployed to bring 
about the envisioned sustainable development. They also stressed that participants 
should understand that it is a noble and citizenry responsibility to both make others 
understand the whole facets of the development plan as well as contribute once share 
to better effect the initiative in reality.  
 
Thus calling the participants to deliberate on the document actively they left the floor to 
the presenters of the PASDEP document. 
  
3.9.2 Presentations  
In both consultative meetings three presenters namely Mr. Daniel, Mr. Birhane and Mr. 
Kaleb Getachew have presented the PASDEP document in three sections, respectively. 
The concepts of poverty, growth and sustainable development in general along with the 
major pillars & cross-sectoral issues, strategies and policies embedded in PASDEP 
document as well as the key socio economic and development sectors were addressed 
consecutively. 
 
In his presentation about the major objectives and strategies of the PASDEP document, 
Mr. Daniel explained in detail about among others, 
• The situation and profile of poverty in Ethiopia, 
• The major obstacles that faces the country in its way to pull out of poverty, 
• The critical millstones and concepts to consider in the fight against poverty and 

bring about sustainable development, 
• The over all facts about the first poverty reduction strategy of the country along with 

the list of lessons learned in the process, 
• The core values and underlining strategies of the PASDEP document as well as its 

strategic significance, role and importance to eradicate poverty in the country. 
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Subsequently, the second resource person Mr. Birhane elaborated about the strategies 
and policies embedded in PASDEP document in relation to the various sectors of the 
economy as follows, 
• Government intentions as well as rationales to focus on agriculture led economic 

development to end poverty in the continuum of the strategic development plan and 
process that could be witnessed in Ethiopia, 

• The need and how's of mitigating shortages and deficits of national food reserves 
which is affecting the entire society in one way or the other, 

• The need for a free market economy as well as the role of the private sector to bring 
about strong private sector economy in the country that is pro investment and 
development, 

• The critical strategies and potential benefits of the export sector and the key 
national produces that should receive greater attention to promote pro export and 
development led economy, 

• Potentially profitable however unwisely used and scarcely tapped tourism resource 
attractions of the country that need serious attention to strengthen the service 
sector of the economy, 

• The pros and cons and detailed benefits of the strategies and policies that the 
government opted to follow as regards the infrastructure development, 
manufacturing sectors as well as the two most important and critical sectors of the 
economy like health and schooling were deliberated in detail, 

 
Mr. Kaleb Getachew on his part discussed key sectoral issues of the PASDEP 
document with an emphasis on, 
• The issue of gender and development including the need to utilize the women 

workforce of the country in to the productive sectors of the economy, 
• The special interests of the children along with the steps and measures that should 

be taken to satisfy and address their concern, 
• The issue of population growth in relation to population development and the need 

to check unparalleled population boom, 
• The HIV/AIDS pandemic and its overall effect on the well being of the society as 

well as on the economy of the county along with the strategic policy directives that 
should be adopted to check the spread of the killer, 

• The issue of environment to keep the momentum of human kind as well as 
development safely along with the range of measures that should be taken to keep 
a nature friendly environment in the Ethiopian landscape, 

• The whole facets and concepts behind the issue of capacity building and 
decentralized administration as a viable option to bring about the desired economic 
development. 

 
After the resource persons have presented the details of the policy directives embedded 
in the PASDEP document the participants of the consultative meeting in the 
comprehensive development plan that was deliberated in the two kebeles of the Dire 
Dawa town, the floor was made open for the participants to raise any of their concerns 
and questions based of the range of points discussed.  
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3.9.3 Discussions  
The participants of the consultative meeting in both kebles of the town have raised 
several questions which includes, 
• Although it was explained about the range of development achievements that were 

registered in the past three years there has been said nothing about the challenges 
or failures witnessed or faced? 

• What is the difference between the previous Poverty Reduction Strategy and this 
new development plan referred as PASDEP? 

• Well one can see that the overall strategies chosen by the PASDEP document 
looks interesting, however is that possible to accomplish in view of the current 
realities that could be witnessed in the country? 

• Why did the document fail to properly recognize the role of CSO's? 
• The document deliberates about new job opportunities that would be created in the 

future. How could that be trusted when it failed even to employ new graduates who 
undergone their academic carrier in TVET and others? 

• The development goals listed out in the PASDEP document look exaggerated. Is it 
not? 

• Currently the power of the Ethiopian currency is getting less strong as compared to 
its previous purchasing power. Thus how is the government responding to stabilize 
the market?  

• On the one hand the government intends to strengthen the state of pastoral 
agriculture individual rural farming whereas on the other hand it opts also to call up 
on wider private involvement in the agricultural sector. Is that not self-contradiction?  

• The government intends to intensify health services at the grass root level however 
these services are not delivering services as expected? 

• We all know the disastrous crisis that used to visit mother earth due to 
environmental degradation across the globe. However little attention is given for 
alike environmental problems should it occur in Ethiopia?  

• How would the size of Ethiopian population considered to impede   development 
when that is not the case for other countries? 

• As what we can see now lack of good governance and corruption are retarding the 
development process in the country. How did the PASDEP document dealt with 
those issues? 

 
The presenters of the comprehensive development document companied by some of 
the participants have responded to the list of the above questions as follows. 
 
The PASDEP document that we all are deliberating now is not an evolution or an 
extension of the previous three years development initiative of the government. Thus it 
is not expected to include the problems encountered as well as the challenges faced 
during the implementation of the plan. In addition the critical difference that lies between 
the previous development initiatives and the PASDEP document is that the later is not 
only people consented but also it is formulated in line with achieving the Millennium 
Development Goals and the situation of poverty in the country. The participants debate 
as to the working culture of the people that all of them stated should be changed for 
better. 
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It was also stated that although the totality of the PASDEP document looks more of an 
ideal step that may seem hard to accomplish, the responsibility of meeting the ends lays 
in the public at large. Thus the government together with the public and various 
development stakeholders could actualize the initiative.   
 
The presenters also argued that the PASDEP document has clearly stipulated how 
small holding peasant farming will be strengthen as will as the need to foster private 
investments in the agricultural sector. Thus there is nothing wrong in doing so which 
could be labeled as contradictory. In addition the health facilities are made to diversify 
along with increasing the quality of the service being delivered. 
 
In relation to environmental calamities and crisis the PASEP document will not be in a 
position to forecast as to what will happen however there needs to be development 
initiatives that are environmentally friendly and policy directives for safe environment for 
all. 
 
Although the population growth factor was compared with other countries experiences 
in favor of its alarming size in terms of new births the scenario should never 
underestimate the fact that population growth should be viewed in line with the capacity 
of the economy to sustain and feed the whole population which is true for other 
countries that in fact is not true for our case. Hence there is need to have a population 
growth that would reasonably be carried on by the economic development that the 
country used to register. 
 
In order to satisfy the demand of the ever-increasing working force of the country, the 
policy direction the government opted in the comprehensive development plan is to 
focus on development initiative that are labor intensive so that the bulk of job 
opportunities would accommodate the working force of the country at large. 
 
It was also stated that although the strength of the Ethiopian currency is decreasing the 
development plan envisaged to strengthen the case with an increased effort to boost 
the total export as well as attracting foreign direct investment to the country which would 
stabilize the market and the power of the currency. 
 
The PASDEP document emphasizes the need for decentralized administration coupled 
with good governance that would also minimize the extent of corrupt practices that one 
may experience in different forms. Hence in principle the comprehensive document 
enlists the participation of all development stakeholders as well as the public at large to 
follow strictly as well as take part in the monitoring and evaluation strategies that the 
document elaborates which would partly check unnoticed malaise practices that may 
impede the development fruits that the society cultivates. 
 
3.9.4 Conclusions  
During the course of the PASDEP consultative meeting apart from raising some 
questions to better understand the underling concepts participants have aired their view 
and opinions as regards the document along with related issues. 
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The fact that the government planned to better utilize the range of tourist destinations 
that the country failed to benefit was considered by most of the participants as an 
interesting development initiative and phenomenon. 
 
In addition the participants called up on the government to evaluate its effort as well as 
the strategies designed to curb the spread of the HIV/AIDS pandemic due to the unmet 
needs of the society as compared to the budget allotted to the prevention programs. 
 
In addition the participants underlined the lack of good governance despite the efforts 
being underway to strengthen and enhance good practices in relation to governance. 
Finally, in both consultative meetings the presenters themselves namely Mr. Birhane 
and Mr. Kaleb Getachew have delivered concluding remarks stating that participants 
should develop a sense of ownership in the comprehensive development plan along 
with working together with sheer commitment to end poverty in the town as well as in 
the country at large. 
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3.10 SOMALI REGION 
 
3.10.1 Introduction 
The consultative workshops on the PASDEP document were held in Jijiga and 
Kebridehar Woredas of the Somali regional state in May 5, 2006 and May 16, 2006, 
respectively. The total number of participants that attended respective consultative 
meetings was about 24 and 30, respectively. Participants were drawn from various civil 
society organizations, line woreda government offices, religious leaders and community 
leaders at large. 
 
In both Woredas the PASDEP consultative meetings were presided by Chief Woreda 
Administrators of the Woredas. The speakers applauded the bold initiative undertaken 
by PANE to organize the workshops. They also pointed out the basic objectives of the 
workshops with an emphasis on the importance of the events in the ongoing regional 
and woreda administrative units to alleviate poverty. 
 
3.10.2 Presentations  
The presentations of the three topics that were thought to satisfy the objectives of the 
consultative workshop and thus presented by Mr. Bille Ahmed Mohammed to the 
participants were on: 
• The Background and Pillars of the PASDP,  
• The Sectoral Policies and Strategies of the PASDEP, and  
• The Cross-Sectoral Issues, Financing, Macro-Economic Framework, and Monitoring 

and Evolution of the PASDEP  
 

The presenter extensively elaborated the basic issues and concepts in development 
and poverty reduction paradigms in the Ethiopian context in general and Somali 
Regional State in particular. He also deliberated on the poverty profile of the country 
along with the evolution of poverty reduction strategies in Ethiopia and Somalia in 
addition to the   range of challenges the country faced while implementing these 
strategies.  
 
Although the PASDEP document was written in English and some other local languages 
to accomplish the primary intention of the consultative meeting successfully Somaligna 
was used as a medium to deliberate the document.  
 
Among the detailed points of the PASDEP document that were presented by the 
presenter the most important ones include: 
• The need to put an emphasis to road safety,   
• The level of attention given to pastoral communities, 
• The effectiveness as well as the challenges of the current educational policy of the 

country,  
• The issue of resettlement programs along with the problems encountered, 
• Measures to diversify food items and the need for cultural change in these regards,  
• The need to staff schools and health facilities with skilled manpower,   
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• The basic growth agenda sought by the government, which emphasizes on the 
commercialization of agriculture with in the small holders framework,   

• How the tourism could be enhanced to better tap financial resources and increase 
Ethiopia's share in the industry, 

• The need to enlarge employment generation schemes to utilize the unemployed 
working force for better economic development, 

• The development of national business plans and tailored packages for specialized 
export crops (such as spices, cut flowers, fruits and vegetables),  

• The reforms to improve the availability of fertilizer and seeds,  
• How the population challenge is intended to be addressed through the 

implementation of the existing National Population Strategy in view of the unmet 
demand for family planning. 

 
3.10.3 Discussions 
During the consultative meeting in both Woredas a heated debate, commentaries as 
well as questions were raised, which include: 
•  What would the reasons for the government to undermine and come up with no 

clear policies and programs for pastoralist communities and areas, not only in the 
PASDEP but also in other previous development initiatives? 

• Where does in practice this good governance concept that various officials of the 
government used to talk exist? 

• How did the PASDEP respond to the culture of chewing chat that attributes one of 
the underlying causes for underdevelopment in the Somali Regional State? 

• What are reasons for most of the NGO's operating in the country to show little 
interest to work and involve   in the region and how will the PASDEP document 
addressed that gap? 

• What are our guarantees that this time round the PASDEP would be implemented? 
• What about the issue of checking unplanned population growth that is not as such 

in friendly with economic development that the country lacks to enjoy? 
• When is the stated time set to undergo the population census of the region which of 

course is part of the nation wide undertaking?    
• How could it be possible to effectively implement family planning methods in a 

regional state like Somali where the Islamic religion being practiced as well as the 
culture of the society disfavors the act both theoretically and in practice?  

 
Accordingly the presenter of the PASDEP consultative meeting in collaboration with 
facilitators and chief of the woreda administrations as well as interested members of the 
participants responded to the list of issues above constructively. 
 
It was asserted that even if past experiences as regards governmental policies testify 
the failure of development policy documents to incorporate the special development 
interests of pastoral areas, the recent developments in the formulation of development 
plans through out the country could be seen to add new value from the wider public 
perspective and concerns. Thus the PASDEP document that is being deliberated by 
participants of this particular consultative meeting have detailed clear policy directions 
as to what sort of development initiative should be carried out in pastoral areas like the 
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Somali Regional State in terms of various sectors that one could easily refer from the 
document. 
 
As regards the issue of good governance the reality as opposed to the concept should 
be understood to be realized in a continuum of successive and at times challenging 
activities geared towards building strong democratic institutions that would serve as 
pillars of the whole sort of development that are envisaged apart from hair splitting 
rhetoric. 
 
In connection with PASDEP as regards the culture of chewing chat participants 
themselves argued both in favor and against the practice in view of the range of 
experiences they all are familiar with in their respective Woredas. Although some of the 
participants asserted strongly that the PASDEP should have clearly stated detailed 
government responsibilities to curb the practice others argued such an act as not only a 
dream impossible but also an action that evades individual freedom to exercise once 
basic right. Thus no consensus has been reached among participants to recommend a 
viable option that would be included in the PASDEP. 
 
The fact that NGO's involvement in the region has been limited was identified as a 
challenge, especially in relation to the concern over the realization of the PASDEP as a 
viable pillar of development plan in the regional state in general and the respective 
Woredas in particular. However, it was argued by most of the participants that it is the 
people themselves and not NGO's that should be considered as a guarantee and 
engine in bringing about the desired development.  
 
Furthermore, the issue of familiarizing oneself to the different methods of family 
planning was asserted to be viewed not in conjunction with religious beliefs that might at 
times stand against the practice of family planning but rather be looked up on   from the 
well-being of the children, mother and the society at large that religion tries to extend 
mental and physical health in all its forms. 
 
3.10.4 Conclusions  
In their closing remarks Chief Administrators of the Jijiga and Kebredahr Woredas   
asserted that the PASDEP would   empower the people at large   to take the leading 
role to bring about the desired change and development. In addition the need to work in 
collaboration with the government and various development partners like PANE, 
religious institutions as well as various community-based associations was 
recommended. 
Finally they commended the level of interest participants have shown during the 
deliberations on the comprehensive development plan and called up on all development 
stakeholders to stand and work together to effectively implement the stated objectives 
of the PASDEP to end poverty in the region. 
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3.11 ADDIS ABABA CITY ADMINISTRATION  
 
3.11.1 Introduction 
The consultative meetings to aware the public about the comprehensive development 
plan referred as PASDEP was held in Arada and Ledeta Districts of Addis Ababa City. 
Experts drawn from various line governmental and NGO’s, development partners, Civil 
Society Organizations, different community based associations and members of the 
development committees in the districts attended the meeting. 
 
Handicap National organized the consultative meeting in close collaboration and 
cooperation with Poverty Action Network of Ethiopia (PANE). 
 
Mr.Meskerem Ababe and Mr.Haile Mariam G/Meskel, Executive Members of the 
Districts Administration Body have delivered an opening speech during the consultative 
meeting. Both speakers have said that the objective of the consultative meeting was to 
create awareness about the country's five years comprehensive development plan, 
which is considered to pave ways to check as well as end poverty due to the fact that 
every citizen is expected and also is responsible to change the planed action in to 
reality.   
 
They finally called up on all participants of the consultative meeting to actively 
participate in the deliberations and fulfill their responsibility to enrich as well as endorse 
the development plan. 
 
3.11.2 Presentation 
The General Manager of Handicap International, Mrs. Etenesh W/Agegnehu as well as 
Mr. Hailu Bekele, an Officer from Handicap International and Mr. Zelalem, a 
representative, PANE has presented the PASDEP document to the participants of the 
consultative meeting interchangeably.  
 
In their deliberations an extensive and due attention was paid to the document in terms 
of the underlining concepts of poverty, growth and sustainable development along with 
the critical stems and measures that needs to be taken, sectoral and cross cutting 
issues as well as the policies and strategies designed to effect the comprehensive 
development plan. In addition the monitoring and evaluation systems of the PASDEP 
document along with the experiences of other countries in poverty reduction strategies 
were also discussed. 
 
In the first presentation Mr. Hailu Bekele, brain stormed participants about the evolution 
of the PASDEP document stating that the comprehensive development plant is based 
on the strengths of the previous poverty reduction strategic paper. In his deliberation he 
emphasized about, 
 
Facts about the situation of poverty in Ethiopia in terms of education and health facilities 
coverage. He mentioned that school enrollment is not only minimum but also it varies 
widely in urban rural areas of the country adding that due to low coverage as well as 
quality of the health services the public at large especially women and children are 
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suffering and dieing due to malnutrition, complication of pregnancy as well as 
preventable disease like malaria. 
 
Thus he asserted that the PASDEP document intends to end poverty through: 
• The commercialization of agriculture. 
• Strengthening the civil service program and legal reforms, 
• Enhancing the capacity of the private sector to become development actor by 

promoting the export oriented economic growth, 
• The need for decentralized form of governance. 
 

The presenter also elaborated the list of achievements witnessed in the first sustainable 
poverty reduction strategy in relation to school enrollment and widening primary 
education coverage, water supply in many parts of the country. He also explained the 
facts about the productive safety net program in view of its impact to strengthen the 
national food and production reserve along with various changes and values gained 
from the successive reforms taken notably the tax reform, in the course of actions to 
bring about sustainable development. 
 
The Millennium Development Goals were also discussed in detail along with the 
financial requirements to half poverty by the year 2015.  To attain the MDGs the need to 
bring about economic development through agriculture led industrialization, achieving 
enhanced and fast economic growth, balancing the on going population growth with 
realities and capabilities of economic development, the need to focus on and utilize the 
untapped women work force of the country, strengthening infrastructural developments, 
enhancing the culture of working in partnership, and the urgent measures to be taken to 
create extended job opportunities to the youth were elaborated. 
 
Subsequently, Mr.Zelalem on his part deliberated about the sectorial issues embedded 
in the PASDEP document. 
 
Accordingly the presenter dealt with the agricultural sector stating it as a backbone of 
the economy. He argued that if the peasantry's economic income increases there would 
be a capital that would foster and strengthen the industrial sector; hence there is a 
strong prerequisite to activate the farming working force of the country to end the culture 
of a hand to work as well to eat which failed to save any produce for sale or export 
purposes. 
 
Thus the range of progressive steps to transform the agricultural sector includes 
building better infrastructures to link rural areas with market points, building strong 
information network, enhancing the extension package program, diversifying the 
agricultural sector to various specializations to win competitive markets along with 
building once capacity to withstand shocks of any kind.   
 
The presenter also argued that the PASDEP document valued the private sector 
development as an engine of development growth. Furthermore the need to create 
favorable investment climates to strengthen as well as attract foreign investors in the 
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country along with building the working force mental capital of the country to satisfy 
requirements of the private sector in skilled manpower was underscored. 
 
In addition the need to intensify and strengthen small scale and medium sized 
businesses and export centered and led businesses, as well as the critical issues in 
relation to the mining sector, basic infrastructure developments, road and transport 
sectors, enhanced power and telecommunication supply, coupled with better health and 
education coverage across the rural and urban population of the country were 
addressed.        
  
The third presenter, Mr. Hailu Bekele on his part deliberated on the cross cutting issues 
of the PASDEP document. He said that there is six cross cutting issues that were 
identified by the comprehensive development plan. These are: 
• The issue of gender in line with development perspectives were addressed stating 

that although women constitute the majority of the total population of the country 
their role to enhance the envisioned economic development of the country was 
insignificant and thus needs to be strengthened.                   

• The need to address the special interests of the children, 
• The issue of population growth in relation with the pace of economic development, 
• The HIV/AIDS pandemic along with its threat and impact in many respects, 
• The issue of environment and sustainable development, 
• The benefits of decentralized forms of government along with capacity building, 
•  

As part of the deliberations on the PASDEP document Mr. Zelalem discussed the major 
sources of finance for the Comprehensive development plan. 
 
He asserted that the strategic development document emphasized on the need to 
enhance and diversify the internal sources of finance that the government should collect 
in the form of revenues and taxes. 
 
As regards the external sources of finance the presenter stated that various initiatives to 
increase the volume of external flow of resources would be undertaken in addition the 
ongoing debt cancellation would serve to increase the size of productive investments in 
the country. 
 
It was also stated that the government would access credit from internal banks to satisfy 
the financial requirements to effect the comprehensive development plan. Therefore the 
share of the government would amount to 75% while that of the private sector is 
planned to constitute 25% of the total financial resource needed to accomplish the 
development initiative.   
 
Hence the total financial requirement was planed to reach 43 billion Birr in the year 
2002 as compared to the 30 billion Birr in the 1998 Ethiopian Fiscal year. In this regard 
the financial flow that would enter the country from international development 
institutions as well as development partner countries of the world in the form of credit to 
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increase from the 7 billion to 8.7 billion USD in the Ethiopian Fiscal years of the 1998 
and 2002. 
 
Mr. Zelalaem presented an overview about the monitoring and evaluation of the 
PASDEP document. He stated that the country has approved the International 
Monitoring and Evaluation Procedure there by accepting and endorsing a commitment 
to conduct a monitoring and evaluation study report which counts the living standard of 
the people at the national level by undertaking a home based income and expenditure 
analysis to gage the gage the house hold income across time and development 
interventions. In addition there will be an input and out put indicators monitoring and 
evaluation report to understand the real impact of the development plan in the lives of 
the people at large along with specific sections of the society along the different regional 
states of the country. 
 
In the course of the deliberations on the comprehensive development plan Mrs. Etenesh 
W/Agegnehu, General Manager with Handicap International Ethiopian Office has 
presented the facts about the cooperation and partnership among the CSO's and the 
government in the Ethiopian context in line with the working behavior and culture of the 
society companied by a comparison of same in light of the experiences of other 
countries.   
 
She argued that the overall actions and intentions of the government is not clear which 
also is true for the NGO's and CSOs as regards the openness of their activities   to the 
government and the public   at large. In her deliberations the experience of government 
and development partners especially NGO's operating in the United States of America 
was highlighted in favor of openness to their constituency. She explained about 
voluntarism, various modalities to encourage the participation of citizens in the whole 
facet of the governance and development efforts, the cooperation and relation of state 
governments and the federal state to win the support of the public in various respects 
and the rules and regulations that allow NGO's to operate in profit making sectors and 
areas of the economy like business to guarantee their sustainability in the development 
activities of their interest. 
 
The presenter concluded her remarks about the state of cooperation that existed among 
the American government, the NGO's and the public at large as a promising experience 
due to the presence of conducive working relations and policies the number of NGO's 
that could be considered as development partners to amount more than one million 
which means there are about 2000 NGO's in a geographical setting like Addis Ababa.    
In support of her explanation fellow presenter Mr. Zelalem   argued her stance by 
stating the experience of neighboring Kenya which have a total population of 20 million 
however there are more than 340,000 NGO's operating in the country. 
 
3.11.3 Discussions  
In both of the consultative meetings held in Addis Ababa the participants have raised 
several questions of which the most important ones include the following.   
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• It is true that one of the factors that contributed for increment in the size of the 
population is minimal coverage of family planning services and methods to the rural 
population of the country. Thus how did the PASDEP address this problem along 
with delivering contraceptive tablets free of charge? 

• The government has failed to create new and viable job opportunities to the youth 
as well as to utilize the working force of the country that left the productive sector 
through pension. Hence how did the PASDEP document dealt with this challenge? 

• What initiatives are devised to check the problem of the ever-increasing brain drain 
as well as to attract the human capital that left the country? 

• How would the PASDEP document compromise the issue of resettlement program 
in relation with the well being of the environment? 

• There document mentioned nothing about urban agriculture, why? 
• The role of the media in raising the awareness of the public about the PASDEP 

document and related development initiatives? 
• The contribution and support of religious fathers in development plan looks 

minimum, does that not under estimate their contribution? 
• Do the PASDEP in favor of farmers that utilize compost than imported fertilizers? 
• How would we promote transparency and openness in both the government and 

CSOs in general and NGO's in particular? 
• Although the PASDEP document emphasized about the special interests of the 

children and women nothing was said about the elderly, why?   
• Is there any budget that is allotted for any kind natural man made crisis that may 

impede development plans?  
• The farming practice in this country is based entirely on rain fed agriculture. Does 

the PASDEP plan address the issue in a bid to enhance irrigation fed agricultural 
practice? 

• Why is both the NGO's as well as the government relying too much on aid money to 
carryout their plans? Why is the reason that NGO's do not generate their income 
based on a seed capital of a sort of financial income they may have collected 
through aid? 

• There is too much paper work than the practice while the concept of   checking 
poverty should be tabled. Why is that? 

• Most of the appointees/staff in the administrative sectors of health, education and 
agriculture used to work for their personal benefit than serving the public. Hence 
how could such a malaise practice change should the public get the right service? 

• How did the PASDEP document addres the interests of the uneducated section of 
the society that was left out of formal education due to several reasons? 

• Is there any experience sharing kind of information exchange planned for the 
farmers to learn best practices among themselves? 

• When we talk of poverty there are concepts about absolute and relative poverty. 
What is the difference between absolute poverty and relative poverty? 

• Why did the comprehensive development plan fail rehabilitating people with 
disabilities as well as their role and participation in the implementation of the plan?-
What is the relevance of this consultative meeting when there is no room to 
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maneuver or even add up new insights because we are deliberating on it after the 
House of People's Representative have already endorsed? 

 
The presenters on their part responded to all of the above questions as follows. 
 
When we talk of family planning services we have to bear in mind that most of the rural 
population have a strong culture of considering children as a blessing and gifts from 
above. Hence it would not be possible to enforce the public to utilize family planning 
services but could be possible to encourage the public to use the services through 
several incentives. 
 
The critical problem in relation to the bulk of unemployment public is the failure of the 
economy to carry on the population growth that the country used to have. In addition the 
working culture of the people should be changed and enhanced for better. Thus the 
responsibility of creating new job opportunities for the youth and the elderly lies on the 
government and the public at large. 
 
The comprehensive development document considers the Diaspora community as 
development partner but it did not clearly set out mechanisms to end the brain drain 
and/or attracting the human capital that already left the country. However, practically 
there are several incentives on the pipe for the Ethiopian Diaspora to return back home 
and contribute its share in the country’s development efforts. 
 
While the government tries to resettle the farming population in better farming areas the 
initiative is entirely based on a preliminary study as to the accessibility and availability of 
services that also considers the well being of the environment. 
 
It is true that there is nothing mentioned about urban agriculture in the PASDEP 
document, which would be incorporated in the future for better. 
 
Although one can never deny the role of the media in raising the awareness of the 
public about the range development plans of the country the issue is understandable to 
be part of the daily activities of the national media hence even if the document fail to 
mention about it there is a need to do so. 
 
The role of religious fathers in the development plan may not be found clearly however 
PASDEP considers this section of the society as development stakeholders, which in a 
way would be clearly written in the future. 
 
PASDEP is in favor of farmers who opt to use compost along with modern fertilizers to 
increase their yield. 
 
It is due to lack of commitment and responsibility on the side of the staff as well as low 
level of awareness on the part of the public that fosters the culture of un openness and 
poor partnership practices among the government and CSOs. Hence such a culture and 
silence should end.

The issue of addressing the special interests of the elderly was left in the PASDEP 
which would be made to be incorporated in the future. 
 
As regards contingency plan and unforeseen natural and manmade crisis the document 
has dealt with it clearly, thus participants were advised to refer the document. 
 
The document has clearly addressed the issue of directing and transforming the 
practice of rain fed agriculture to irrigation based agriculture. 
 
The existing policy prohibits NGO's to participate in profit making for whatever reason, 
thus it would be impossible to finance development plans by making profit out of donor 
extended financial incomes. 
 
The problem with most policies is that they are costly to fund which implies study papers 
are hard to actualize besides there is a problem reaching on a common understanding 
and stance on what needs to be done. 
 
The problem with malpractices of the administrators controlling the needed services like 
health and education is partly the low level of accountability of the staff to the public and 
lack of monitoring mechanisms put in place to check the activity.  
 
The document tries to address the interests of the uneducated majority in the formal 
education through TVET and informal education. 
 
The PASDEP has stipulated the need for experience sharing not only with in but also 
externally thus the issue is addressed clearly.  
 
As regards the poverty concepts raised by the participant the presenters elaborated as 
the difference lies in the size of financial income below the expected poverty line in that 
country while the concept of relative poverty implies when the case is compared with 
other countries like the Ethiopian poor and the American poor. 
 
It is true that the document failed to in corporate the issues in relation with people with 
disabilities, which would thus be made to be incorporated in the future. 
 
As regards the issue of deliberating on a development document that is endorsed by the 
parliament the presenters argued as it may look unproductive but it would be better to 
be aware of   the issues left than its totality.  
 
3.11.4 Conclusion 
Most of the participants appreciated the relevance of deliberating on such 
comprehensive development plans adding that it would be better had the consultative 
was held before the parliament has endorsed the document.   
 
Finally General Manager with Handicap International Ethiopian Office Mrs. Etenesh 
W/Agengheu have concluded the consultative meeting by appreciating the participants 
for their unreserved and active engagement in the development plan hoping that their 
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support would also continue during the implementation phase of the PASDEP 
document. 
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4 LESSONS LEARNED AND WAY FORWARD   
 
Participants of the consultative workshops in the 20 pilot Woredas, in all regional states 
of Ethiopia including Addis Ababa and Dire Dawa City Administrations, have been 
enabled to forward their views and suggestions as well as to identify some gaps of the 
PASDEP document in broad terms is promising. Besides, the realization of the conduct 
of the workshops using the individuals who received TOT without the direct participation 
of PANE and external consultants by itself is a remarkable achievement. Indeed, 
PANE's strategy of involving government authorities in the process, particularly 
Regional Bureaus of Planning and Development and Woreda Administrations, has 
significantly contributed to the success of this pilot project. This is found to be a good 
signal for CSOs/NGOs regarding the improvement in the environment for working in 
partnership and collaboration with the government at different levels in the fight against 
poverty in Ethiopia. Besides, a magnificent performance has been witnessed in the 
discussions and the reports in those Woredas where the active members/regional 
chapters of PANE have been secured in the organization of the workshops. It is 
worthwhile to mention the fact that the consultative workshops benefited from raised-
level of pubic awareness as the workshops were organized during the time when the 
House of Peoples Representatives of Ethiopia was deliberating on the document, which 
was transmitted by the media. 
 
From the individual reports received from each Woredas, the consultants observed that 
some of the questions raise by participants pertaining to those issues they felt that are 
excluded or not well addressed by the PASDEP document actually exist in the 
document. This implies two things. One is the fact that the time taken to deliver 
presentations on the contents of the document (i.e. One day) is very short. Another one 
is that the time devoted to the provision of the TOT is so inadequate that the presenters 
were not able to have had a full understanding of the document and make good 
presentations. This reality could also be further substantiated by the fact that the 
presenters had given some wrong answers to the participants and also failed to properly 
follow the reporting guideline given to them. 
 
In addition, both the organizers and the participants of the workshops have complained 
on the inadequacy of the amount of per dime allotted to them. The amount is found to 
be very low when compared to the customary practices of NGOs and even the 
government's rate. It seems that problem the organizers were forced to organize the 
workshops taking shorter time that it was planned to be. Although the organizers were 
provided with technical support in discharging their duties and sensibilities, the logistics 
supplied to them, particularly transportation service was so poor, hence delaying the 
timely organization of the workshops. 
 
Review of the issues and questions raised as well as the recommendations and 
comments made by the participants on the PASDEP reveals that they are willing to 
discuss issues of implementation specific to their regions/localities in addition to a 
broader national development framework like the PASDEP one. 
 
Based on the lesson learned above, the following recommendations are in order: 
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• Replicating similar consultation in additional Woredas is found to be feasible and 
with far reaching implications for ensuring ownership of such a comprehensive plan 
for poverty alleviation and sustainable development. But, consultations on the 
regional PASDEP strategies seem to be more fruitful, particularly for exerting 
profound influence during implementation, monitoring and evaluation of the 
PASDEP. Simultaneously, advocacy works can continue at national level to 
influence the incorporation of issues/problems that excluded and/or not well 
addressed, for example, urban poverty, good governance, budget- tracking, and 
cultural practices.  

• the above major gaps that are identified as a result of implementing the pilot woreda 
level consultation project need to be further substantiated by conducting similar, but 
more comprehensive and participatory, nationwide consultations and undertaking 
empirical research before they are considered as major agenda for the purpose of 
policy advocacy and lobbying   

• Although organization of the consultative workshops considered the need to 
participate all actors of development and was gender sensitive, the participation of 
women and the private sector, particularity Chambers of Commerce and Sectorial 
Associations was minimal.  In recognition to this, organization of such forums 
should emphasize on the active involvement of these groups.  

• Provision of TOT to individuals need to take more time. Also, the one day time to 
conduct the Woreda consultation needs to be extended to two or three days. 

• Prior distribution of the document to workshop participants has of a paramount 
importance, preferably in more local languages.   

• PANE is advised to open more regional chapters and have more active members in 
the different regions and make use of them to organize the conduct of the Woreda 
consultations. 

• Individuals who take the TOT need to be accompanied by resource 
persons/external consultants at least during the facilitation (presentation) of the 
workshops.    

• Increase amount of financial resource and logistics should be deployed for such a 
vital project of influencing the implementation, monitoring and evaluation of the 
country's comprehensive development plan. To this end, PANE should mobilize 
other alliances like the CDRA and Action Aid.
