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I.  INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND  
 

1.1 The PDDP Initiative 

 

The Government of Ethiopia has put in place a comprehensive five year (2005/06 – 

2009/10) National Development Plan referred to as PASDEP with the primary objective 

to accelerate economic development in the country. The government also gave due 

attention on massive scaling up effort to reach the MDGs by making it as one of the 

prongs of PASDEP for the coming five years development agenda. 

 

In line with its commitment to deepen and strengthen the decentralization process by 

shifting decision making to local governments- regional and local – the government is 

exerting its efforts to have a holistic and participatory approach in addressing the MDGs 

so as to enable them prepare development plans and improve the wellbeing of the local 

people.. However, due to limited capacity of the districts, planning exercises at the local 

level lacks comprehensiveness and is highly sectoral oriented. For this reason, 

participatory and integrated district development planning approach has been seen to 

enhance participation and integrated plan preparation process. 

 

Besides, the Millennium Development Goals needs assessment study in Ethiopia revealed 

that adopting the MDGs to the local context is crucial to foster the development process 

in the country. Thus, there is also a need to localize the MDGs to the local context 

through the preparation of a comprehensive and integrated district development plan. 

 

It is in this context that PANE and its members envisaged facilitating the preparation of 

participatory and integrated District Development Plan (PDDP) on a pilot bases.  

 

PANE together with member organizations prepared this planning framework to gauge 

the plan preparation and ensures that the PDDP process is within the national framework 

(PASDEP) and MDGs at large. The framework is also expected to ensure genuine 
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participation of the community by designing appropriate participation mechanisms in all 

the planning phase (analysis, planning, implementation, monitoring and evaluation). 

 

Therefore, PDDP is a process through which multiple actors (stakeholders) of the district 

prepare a medium term development plan in a participatory and process oriented manner. 

The process involves interactive decision among stakeholders to deal with interdependent 

socio economic and political aspect of the districts. The PDDP is a principal document 

which guides and informs all planning 

1.2  Objective 

 

The primary objective of the study on the MDGs Status Report is to enable the Woreda 

Council and other stakeholders to have a clear understanding of the Woreda’s problems, 

constraints, challenges and opportunities in relation to the MDGs with the purpose to 

draw a comprehensive, effective and viable plan for an integrated and sustainable 

development. 

1.3   Scope 

 

The scope of the study consists of the following general interrelated development issues. 

 

- Carry out detail study through review of the existing situation and 

             Problems; and, 

- Collect and analyze data on topographical, socio economic survey,  

including household conditions, infrastructure and basic social services. 

. 

The study focuses on the majority of the people, particularly on the poor and poorest of 

the poor, and centers on the major economic activity of the Woreda, which is agriculture.  
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 1.4   Structure of the report 

 

The report has five chapters. The first chapter presents introduction which consists 

background (The PDDP initiative, background on the MDGs, process adopted in 

preparing the report and structure of the report) and approach and methodology which 

include sampling methods, sample size, data collection methods, source, tools and 

methods of analysis. 

 

Chapter two focused on the Woreda’s socio- economic context that comprises the 

Woreda administrative structure, physical and demographic features, economic structure, 

food security condition, social service and infrastructure. Chapter three shows process 

adopted in preparing the report.  Chapter three deals with the approach and methodology.  

Chapter four presents the status of the Woreda vis - a - vis each MDGs. In this chapter 

the basic concepts of MDGs and definition of concepts are discussed. In chapter five 

lessons learned, best practices, and forecasting of the MDGs are discussed. Finally, 

conclusion and recommendations are presented in chapter six. 

 

 
II. PROCESS, APPROACH AND METHODOLOGY 
 

2.1 Process 

 

The process was initiated by PANE in Tehuledere Woreda as a pilot project to undertake 

the MDGs Status Report and PDDP. This was started by concluding a Memorandum of 

Understanding between PANE, the Woreda Council and Agri-Service Ethiopia, an NGO 

engaged in the Tehuledare Integrated Food Security Program. A workshop and a series of 

consultative meetings were held which resulted in the formation of a Steering Committee 

and Woreda Plan Facilitation Team. The latter has the responsibility of undertaking the  
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survey and preparing the MDGs Status Report and the Woreda Development Plan, named 

as PDDP. 

  

The members of the Tehuledare Woreda Plan Facilitation Team have taken part together 

with the Mille and Yem Woredas Plan Facilitation Teams members in a training 

organized by PANE in Jarri Training Center for one week. The Plan Facilitation Teams 

of the three Woredas were drawn from the local administrations, sector offices and NGOs 

operating in the respective Woredas. The members had, as part of capacity building, a 

study tour to Uganda for experience sharing. 

2.2 Approach and Methodology 

 

The WPFT organized itself in three groups for the field work to have better orientation 

and to look deep into the existing realities within the community. The team was made to 

be multidisciplinary that involved representatives of different sector offices and NGOs. 

 

Agri-Service Ethiopia (ASE) and WOARD development agents and health extension 

workers in the respective Kebele Associations were involved in organizing and 

facilitating the process. Among the PRA participants are community elders, religious 

leaders, Ider (Kirie) leaders, men and women, and youth representatives of the 

community participated in the process with the average number of 20 in each Kebele 

association. 

 

2.2.1 Field Data Collection/ Socio Economic Survey and PRA  

a. Sampling methods  

 

The present study was carried out in three purposefully selected Kebeles of Tehuledere 

Woreda. The agro-ecology variation was the basis for the selection of the Kebeles. 

Accordingly, the three representative agro ecology Kebeles are Godguadit 015 from low  
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land (hot climate- Kola), Mesal 07 from highland (temperate- Dega) and Gobeya 012 

from mid land (mid- temperate -Woyna dega). 

  

A total of 120 households, 64 male and 56 female households were randomly selected 

from all Kebeles for household survey. Out of 120 respondents, 46.7% of them were 

female-headed households.  The family size of the household respondents was 537. 

 

In the sampled population, households have a minimum of 1 and a maximum of 9 family 

members in a household with an average family size of 4.48. Households with 4 family 

members account 18.3 % of the total households with 16.4% of the total sample 

population. Household with lowest and the highest family members account 6.7% and 

1.7% respectively. 

 

The study has both qualitative and quantitative approach and based on empirical data. 

Therefore, this report is a result of analysis of primary and secondary data, observations, 

opinion of the community members, realities and reflection of social, economic and agro-

ecological conditions existing in the three selected Kebeles which are Godguadit 015, 

Gobeya 012 and Mesal 07.   

  

A one week field program was devoted for socio-economic household survey in each 

selected three Kebele associations. PRA was conducted at the presence of community 

leaders, elderly persons, religious leaders, and men and women youth representatives of 

the community.  

 

The major objectives of carrying out socio economic survey and PRA are:-  

- To get genuine and detailed information on socio economic issues and  overall 

aspects of the community of the Kebeles from the owner of the environment and 

locality as a primary data; 

- To initiate sense of ownership of the problems and to motivate the community for 

joint actions towards solving the problems; and, 
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- To identify the roles and responsibility of the community and resources that could 

be contributed by the community in planning and implementation of any 

development planning/intervention in the future. 

 

In due course, a set of PRA tools were used including brainstorming, focused group 

discussion, social map, resource map, gender daily calendar, seasonal and work calendar  

transect walk , direct observation, stakeholder analysis and pair-wise ranking, 

 

 The purpose of the transect walk was to triangulate information/data gathered in the 

plenary exercises and to get insight about the intervention areas. Each community 

member has identified and prioritized its problems using pair wise ranking.    

 

In addition to field activities, the WPFT divided the task and gathered secondary data 

from all relevant sector offices to use the information as a secondary data then compare 

and checked out the accuracy of information by cross checking with data collected for 

different purposes including from the field.  

b. Data collection methods, sources and tools:  

 

Data collection was carried out through socio economic surveys and using PRA tools. 

The primary data were collected through interviewing household heads of the community 

members/farmers. 

 

In addition to the developed standard socio - economic survey questionnaire prepared by 

PANE and WPFT that would serve as a guideline for the preparation of the MDGs Status 

Reports, a checklist was also prepared to enable experts obtain basic and realistic 

information. 

 

The information gathering checklist has the elements of food security, social services, 

education, health, water, gender, HIV/AIDS, local economic development, institutions 

and partnership, and, other issues like conflict and good governance. 
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c. Methods of Analysis 

 
The household survey data were coded and entered into a computer for analysis. A variety 

of data was summarized and categorized in different ways for ease of presentation and 

comprehension.  A computer software known as Statistical Package for Social Scientists 

(SPSS) was used. The specific methods of data analysis involved tabulation and cross-

tabulation, computation of frequencies, percentages, and computation of descriptive 

statistics such as mean and standard deviation and results are interpreted accordingly.  

 

For qualitative information, the data were analyzed with the help of SWOT analysis tool. 

The analysis was made first with representative farmers at the field and then the SWOT 

exercise was done by Kebele associations’ (KA) officials and community representatives 

with the facilitation of WPFT in the respective KAs. The critical issues that are identified 

through SWOT are critically analyzed by including the information that was gathered 

through secondary data and direct observations. 

 

 

III. THE WOREDA SOCIO - ECONOMIC SITUATION  
 

3.1 Location, Geographic Features, Topography and Area Coverage  

 

Tehuledere is one of the 21 Woredas of South Wollo Zone.  It is located in South Wollo 

Zone of the Amhara Regional state at a distance of 430 Km from Addis Ababa. The 

Woreda capital is Haik, located on the main highway about 30 Km north of Dessie, the 

Zonal capital. 

 

The Woreda is bounded by Ambasel Woreda in the north, Worebabo and Kombolcha 

Woredas in the East, Kutaber Woreda in the west and Dessie Zuria Woreda in the south. 

The topography of the Woreda consists of 26.4% mountainous, 48% undulating, 13.3% 

plain and 12.3% valley. The Woreda is characterized by altitude ranging from 1400-2900 

meter above sea level. The Woreda is divided into 19 rural and 4 urban Kebeles.  
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The agro-ecology of the Woreda comprises 13% Dega (temperate-highland), 72% Woina 

Dega (mid-temperate- mid-highland) and 15% Kolla (hot - lowland). Seven Kebeles in 

the Woreda are categorized as hot area or Kolla characterized by high population 

pressure, frequent drought, and high malaria infestation and limited social services such 

as health, education and potable water.  According to the information obtained from 

Zonal Planning and Economic Development Department, the Woreda covers a total area 

of 45,800 hectares. Out of this, 21,539 ha (47%) is cultivated land, 662 hectares (2%) 

grazing, 14,308.2 hectares (31%) forest and bush, 4490.8 hectares (10%) village and 

other development activities, 3800 hectares (8%) lake and other water body and 1000 

hectares (2%) land not used for any development purpose. 

 

3.2 Climate 

 

The Woreda has two cropping seasons, Belg (little crop season) and Maher (main crop 

season). The Belg season is from January to March. The Maher season is from May to 

September. The rain during the Belg season is non-consistent and inadequate. The Meher 

rain is also erratic in amount and distribution. The Belg season is now widely used for 

land preparation and planting of sorghum and maize. The mean annual rainfall is about 

700 –800 mm. But, variation does exist in amount and distribution among the three agro-

ecologies. Shortage of rainfall is more severe in Kolla than in other areas. 

 

3.3 Demographic  features (population size, population structure) 

 
 
 
 

a. Population and area coverage: 

 

According to the Woreda Rural Development Office, the total number of households of 

the Woreda is 25,237 (18% women headed households) with a total population of 

159,221 (49.1% male and 50.9% female) living in 19 rural and 4 urban Kebeles. About 
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88% of the total population is living in rural areas. The average family size is about five 

persons per household.  

 

Economic Structures 

 

3.4.1 Agriculture 

 

The economic mainstay of Tehuledere Woreda is agriculture. However, it is one of the 

foods insecure Woredas of the Amahara Regional state. The farming system of the 

Woreda is dominantly sedentary mixed farming consisting both crop and livestock 

production. Due to population pressure, landholding has increasingly become smaller 

than ever before with current holding size of 0.856 hectare per household (0.83 ha) 

cropland and 0.026 hectare grazing land). The Ambasel mountain chain in the north is the 

main source of Mile catchment/watershed that drains towards Awash valley in the east. 

There are two important natural lakes in the Woreda, namely Logo and Ardibo.  

 

a. Farm Landholding Pattern

As indicated in the table above, 33.3% of respondent households own 0.25-0.5 hectares 

of land. Only 1.7% of the households own more than two hectares of land  
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b. Crop Production 

 

The livelihood of the rural population is heavily dependant on crop and livestock 

production. The major food crops are sorghum and maize. Haricot bean is also the 

dominant crop grown in all agro-ecological zones while barley and wheat are grown in 

Dega areas. Citrus, coffee, sweet potato, Irish potato and onion are the major cash crops 

grown in the area.  

 

Different wealth groups have varied means of livelihood. The better offs mainly depend 

on crop and livestock farming. The low income groups including female-headed 

households usually depend on sale of fuel wood, labour and relief support. 

 

Sorghum is the major food crop grown in the area followed by maize. Goats are the 

major livestock reared in the area and are one of the major sources of income of the 

households. Productivity of both crop and livestock is very poor due to erratic rainfall, 

poor soil fertility, feed shortage and other related problems.  But the area is said to have 

good potential for irrigation if farmers can be supported to use water from Mile River that 

cross the areas. The area is also suitable for sesame production.  

 

Out of the cultivable areas, annual crops cover 20,839 hectares; while permanent crops 

cover the remaining 700 hectares. The Belg season covers about 1595 hectares, that is, 

7% of the land covered by the annual crops. Irrigated area covers 1051 hectares and 

accounts for 5% of the total cultivated land.

The two crop production seasons, Belg with little rains and limited production and Meher 

heavy rain and main production season, have varied production levels depending on the 

elevation of the land. The high land and mid-top land is suitable for most of the crops 

throughout the year. The low lands provide crop production only during the main crop 

season. 

    

The lowland and mid altitude perennial crops/are mainly fruits - orange, ‘Zeitun ’or 

guava, banana, papaya, coffee, sugarcane  and vegetables such as tomato, Swiss chard, 

carrot and  cabbage. In the highland, Chat and eucalyptus trees are major sources of 

income.

As shown above in the table, the farms that provide relatively high yields both during 

good and bad seasons are potato, onion and garlic. Pepper (hot chilly), maize and wheat 

also have good yields. The crops in the Woreda are destroyed by different types of insects 

as presented below in the table.

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All the major crops, such as sorghum, maize, chick peas, lentils, beans, cabbage, 

sorghum, teff, hot chilly, and fruits and vegetables are all affected by insects, diseases 

and weeds. All seriously affect crop production and adversely contribute to the problem 

of food insecurity in the Woreda.   

 

The major crop production problems in the Woreda are crop pest and diseases, moisture 

stress, poor soil fertility losses, wild animals destroying crops and market related 

problems 

 

c. Livestock Production 

 

The Woreda is estimated to have 50,127 cattle, 2,200 horses, 1,203 mules, 40,336 sheep 

and goat, 125,761 poultry and 49 camels. Oxen’s holding in the Woreda is too small with 

41% of the households having no ox at all; and about 39% have only one ox for crop 

cultivation.

The Woreda people have large numbers of cattle and poultry. However, as indicated in 

the above table, the livestock resource is affected by various diseases like blackleg, lump 

skin, conccidiosis and African horse sicknesses. In general, the major problems the 

farmers encounter in their livestock production activities are livestock diseases, low 

productivity of local breeds, fodder shortage, poor vet services and market related 

problems. 
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d. Agricultural Extension Service 

 

There is an agricultural extension service which provides technical assistance with regard 

to introducing modern technology and to withstand various animal and crop diseases. It 

was found that out of 120 interviewed households, 84.7% of the respondents confirm that 

they get agricultural advisory services from the Agricultural Extension Program. 

  

3.5   Social Aspects 

 

a. Community: The communities in the Woreda are mainly subsistence farmers 

engaged predominantly in crop and livestock farming. They belong to the Amhara 

ethnic group and Amharic is the only language for oral and written 

communication. More than 95 percent of the population is Muslim. The rest are 

Orthodox Christians.  

 

The PRA result indicated that both men and women have access to and control 

over land. Though there is consultation of couples in decision making on different 

issues. the final decisions are normally made by men.  

 

b. Safety-net program 

 

Safety net program is introduced in the Woreda with the objective to help those 

who are unemployed and face critical food shortage. The direct beneficiaries 

number about 23,950. Out of the total beneficiaries, 23, 968 people participate in 

the food for work program. Some 2428 people are served through free 

distribution. 

c. Conflicts 

It has been learnt that there are intermittent conflicts among the communities on 

the use of resources, particularly in competing for the use of arable and grazing 

lands and irrigation works. Harmful traditional practices such as abduction, rape, 
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alcoholism, extravagancy, revenge, and denial of basic rights are also some of the 

causes of conflicts.   

 

3.6   Infrastructural features (road, telecommunication, electricity, etc.) 

 

The Woreda has good road and communication networks. But, much remains to connect 

rural Kebeles to each other and some with the Woreda capital.  This has caused 

ineffective and inefficient marketing system.  Telecommunication service has improved. 

The service reaches the urban and all the rural Kebeles with one wireless phone in one of 

the central places of the Kebele associations. There is a limitation of electricity service in 

Kebeles.  

The rural road network in the Woreda is estimated to be 213 km, which is a rural road 

density closing up to 0.5 km/sq.km. 

 

3.7   Inadequate local capacity  

 

The Government has attempted to decentralize administrative and economic management 

powers down to the Woreda and further to the communities. The benefits of 

decentralization has, however, been compromised by low participations/empowerment of 

the communities and by low capacity and poor governance of the local government. 

Communities are not educated and organized to become pressure groups to adequately 

influence Government polices and programs, including that of non-state actors that affect 

their lives. On the other hand, local administrators and civil servants are not conversant to 

translating laws, policies and programs into concrete actions.   
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IV. STATUS OF THE WOREDA VIS – Á - VIS MDGS STATUS  
 

The Millennium Development Goals has set specific targets and indicators for the 

measurement of the outputs. This section attempts to depict the status of the Woreda in 

relation to the specific MDGs. Based on the assessment of the prevalent situation of the 

specific goals and targets, an attempt would be made to project the Woreda’s trend 

towards achieving the MDGs by gathering and analyzing  the stakeholders opinions in 

the Woreda. 

 

4.1   Status of the Woreda in Relation to MDG 1: Eradicate Extreme Poverty and       
Hunger 

 

4.1.1 General Situation 

 

a. Rural livelihood/ Food security condition 

 

The major source of livelihood to over 90% of the population is agriculture. The main 

activities of the Woreda people are crop farming followed by livestock production, 

occasional labour, petty trade and craftsmanship. Despite its importance, average 

productivities of major crops are generally low and widely vary over seasons. The major 

problems of crop production are pest and disease, moisture stress, poor soil fertility and 

low uptake of improved technologies. Livestock also suffers from low productivity 

mainly due to shortage and low quality of feeds and low animal health services. 

 

 The abundant water resources (44 km2 lakes, 11 rivers and 229 springs used all year 

round) are underdeveloped. Thus, agriculture continues to depend on the vagaries of 

nature. Because of the low performing agriculture, the sector fails to produce enough 

food for the population. The nineteen-rural Kebeles have been food insecure for many 

years. The current food gap is reported three to nine months in a year.  
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b. Low productivity  

 

Although agriculture is the major source of livelihood for the population, productivity 

and production are low and unable to feed the local population. Agricultural productivity 

in the Woreda is below the national average, that is, 11.54% quintal//ha (EC, 2002). The 

major problems contributing to a low productivity are crop pest and diseases, moisture 

stress/drought, poor soil fertility/land degradation, and limited access to improved 

technologies and inputs.  

 

In the lowlands, shortage of feed and water as well as prevalence of animal diseases has 

impeded the development of livestock production. The mid and high land areas are also 

vulnerable to soil degradation due to over cultivation, overgrazing and deforestation. The 

Woreda is endowed with significant water resources. But, irrigation infrastructure 

remains underdeveloped, with current irrigated land of 2,063 ha. Moreover, the 

marketing system in the Woreda is inefficient. Limited market participants, poor credit 

service, poor transportation and rapidly fluctuating prices can be cited as some of the 

problems of market infrastructure. 

   

c. Food gap periods 

 

The poor households in the highlands encounter food shortage problems during the 

months of September, October, April, and May. In the lowlands, the poor households 

face food problems from April to September, which is half a year. The medium poor 

suffer from June to September.  
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d. Household Income

The income level of 65% of the respondent households is below Birr 3500.00 per person 

which is estimated below one dollar a day per family. Apparently, the poverty level in the 

Woreda is very serious.

The socio-economic survey indicates that only 6.7% of households has 0.49 dollar a day, which is the maximum income in the 

Woreda. Generally, no household gets one dollar per day.

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f. Non- farm activities 

 

Traditional sources of livelihoods are underdeveloped due to limited access to essential 

services and supports, including lack of technical and business skills, limited access to 

credit and markets infrastructures. 

 

The non-farm activities in which an insignificant number of the population is engaged are 

safety net programs, like food for work, seasonal and non-permanent road construction, 

petty trades,  pottery, weaving and spinning, handicraft – metal works, hair dressing, 

grass-made plates, carpentry and masonry.

� Difficulties to the application of soil conservation measures 

� Natural disasters including intermittent drought occurrence 

�  Dependency on rain fed based  agricultural activity 

 

The Agricultural led Industrialization Strategy and the decentralization policy is 

important tools in addressing the issues. In this connection, unless the necessary measures 

are taken to employ the strategy and defined tools, the limited capacity in terms of human 

resources, finance and low level of coordination and integrated works would continue to 

impede the progress of the work towards achieving the MDG1. 

 

 Status of the Woreda in Relation to MDG 2: Achieve Universal Primary Education 

 

4.2.1 General Situation 

 

a. Education   

The education coverage of the Woreda is estimated to be 93.4 percent. The gross primary 

school enrolment has progressed well to reach 93% in 2000E.C; but the formal education 

system continued to suffer from low quality. It has been learnt that some of the primary 

schools deteriorated to a level that affects proper schooling. The present coverage of adult 

literacy and alternative child education are as low as 50% and 3% respectively.

As indicated in the above table, the level of education of the 66.3 % HH head respondents 

are illiterate; and 15.8% and 10.5% are at the level of read and write and primary school 

respectively. Only 4.2% and 4.5 % are at junior and senior secondary school level 

respectively. 

 

Out of 120 household respondents, it was learnt that only 1.7 percent of school age girls 

went to school. The majority, about 45.9% of school age boys attend school. The rest of 

both sexes do not attend school. There are various reasons for the existence of high 

illiteracy rate and low turnout of people in the different educational levels. The 

underneath table depicts the major reasons for the undeveloped education sector in the 

Woreda.

The household survey has identified more than ten causes or major problems of education 

service delivery in the Woreda. The majority of the respondents, about 39.2 percent, said 
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that shortage of text books and distance of schools was the major problems of education 

service delivery.

In spite of the fact that different problems of education service delivery exist, the primary 

school enrolment rate /gross enrolment and net enrolment ratio from primary to 

secondary is improving. Primary school completion is improving. However, adult 

illiteracy is still high as indicated in the above table. 

 

Moreover, despite some improvements in the primary and secondary enrolments, the 

illiteracy rate is still high in the rural. The positive trend of students’ enrolment in 

primary and secondary schools has better chance to be further supported and augmented 

by the Government’s drive towards improving and expanding education, particularly, 

universal education 

 

Nevertheless, the success and, particularly, the achievement of the MDG2 depend on 

various factors, which include the following. 

 

�  Address the problem of the lack of the necessary inputs  

and equipment due to lack of budget. 

� Improve the quality and ethics of teachers 

�  Enhance community participation in education affairs  

To achieve MDG 2, therefore, the Woreda must increase the primary school enrollment 

rate from about 93 % in 2007to 100% by 2015; increase the primary school completion 

rate from 96% in 2007 to 100% by 2015, and reduce the dropout rates from 4% in 2007 

to 1 % by 2015. 
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4.2 Status of the Woreda in Relation to MDG 3: Improve Gender Equality and   
Empower Women 

 

 4.3.1 General Situation 

 

a. Gender Relationship  

There is a clear sex-based division of labor in the area. While both women and men are 

engaged in agricultural activities, all types of household activities are exclusively for 

women. Although agricultural activities are considered to be traditionally men’s task, 

women are involved in all agro technical operations except plowing and sowing. 

According to the PRA findings, the involvement of women in agricultural activity 

accounts for 40%. The remaining 15 % and 45 % is shared between children and men 

respectively. However, the 24 hours working calendar reveals that the average number of 

hours the women stayed on duty is 18 while that of men is 13. 

 

The gender analyses conducted in the Woreda revealed gender imbalance. Women are 

responsible for a household work. Women don’t equally access economic and social 

resources. The prevailing social norms put women at a lower status both at family and 

community levels. .In some cases, the justice system tends to favour men. As a result, 

women’s control over resources and access to education and information are extremely 

limited. Unlike their male counterparts, women in general and female-headed households 

in particular are disadvantaged from accessing productive resources (land, credit, skill) 

and income generation activities. Women are also vulnerable to harmful traditional 

practices such as early marriage, abduction, rape, etc.   

 

In 2007, out of the total civil servants, 34 percent were women. But, the majority of them 

were support staffs. The senior council female participation reached 32.2 percent. Female 

Woreda cabinet members were two in 2007; and currently, that is, in 2008, they are five. 

Though there appears to have some improvements in gender equality in sectors such as 

education, health and family welfare, employment, and democratic participation, 

women’s empowerment is still a distant goal in the Woreda.

To ensure gender primary education levels under MDGs, Tehuledere will have to 

increase the female:/male participation ratio at primary school levels from47.6% in2007 

to 50 percent by the end of 2015. 

 

There are quite a number of issues towards ensuring gender equity and women 

empowerment. Some of them are the following. 

 

• Avoid violence against women, which is still a problem with little improvement; 

• Enhance the awareness of the people on gender;  

• Increase women’s role in the area of food security and sustainable development; 

• Ensure the elimination of economic disparity between men and women; and, 

• Redouble efforts to eradicate harmful traditional practices. 

 

The existence of a gender policy and the enhanced awareness of the community 

leaders and some women association members have become essential and supportive 

inputs to the realization of the objective of meeting the MDG1. Nonetheless, the 

prevalent resistance of some men and women to some sensitive gender related issues 

demands much sustained efforts to attain attitudinal changes. 
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4.4  Status of the Woreda in Relation to MDG 4:  Improve Maternal Health 

 

4.4.1   General Situation 

 

As indicated below in the table, a great number of women, about 65.8% of them, get 

delivery service from traditional birth attendants. According to the respondents on getting 

health service 24.2% and 18.3% is due to shortage of drugs and distance from the service.

To achieve MDG 4, Tehuledere must reduce maternal mortality from 673 deaths per 

100,000 live births in 2007 to 504.8 in 2015; increase the proportion of births attended by 

skilled health personnel to 50 %, and reduce the total fertility rate to 4 per woman by 

2015 

 

In rural Tehuledere, births attended by skilled health personnel are low compared to the 

traditional ways. Though Tehuledere Woreda is one of the areas in which a good number 

of people use family planning methods, there is high fertility rate in the Woreda. 
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The use of family planning, skilled health attendants as well as the emphasis on the 

expansion of health extension workers provides a better future for improvement of health 

situation and for achieving the MDG 5. 

 

It is, however, essential to focus on the following so as to achieve the set targets of the 

MDGs.  

•  Shortage of health institutions  

•  Transport problem  

•  Shortage of drugs in public health institutions 

•  Lack of awareness  

4.5   Status of the Woreda in Relation to MDG 5: Reduce Child Mortality 

 

4.5.1 General Situation 

 

There is lack of data with regard to child mortality in the Woreda. However, it was 

understood from a qualitative survey approach that the rate of under-five mortality and 

infant mortality in general is high in the Woreda.  

 

The assignment of health extension workers contributes to the amelioration of the 

problem of child mortality in the area. Nonetheless, their capacity in terms of 

communication and technical skill needs to be further enhanced so as to bring about a 

fundamental change to the traditional thinking of the many parents with regard to pre and 

post natal care and towards addressing the problem of children, including the 

development of immunization programs.

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Though the policy and focus on health, including children’s health is an opportunity that 

encourages towards implementing the MDGs, the challenges are serious and enormous 

which need due attention by all concerned bodies. Some of the problems are:- 

 

• Shortage of health institutions;  

• Transport problem for timely treatment of children; 

•  Shortage of drugs in government health institutions; and, 

• Lack of awareness

4.6.1 General Situation 

 

Health coverage in the Woreda is 93.4%. Family planning service coverage is estimated 

at 49%. Out of the total respondents, 83.1 percent receive health extension services. The 

rest, 16.9 percent, said that they did not receive health extension services.

The majority of the respondents, 47.3 percent, preferred to have treatment in the health 

center, which is only one in the Woreda. Obviously, the/health center is too busy; and is 

beyond its capacity to treat the majority flocking from different directions, near and far, 

within the Woreda. 
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a. Prevalence of HIV/AIDS - The recent government report revealed that 2.6% of the 

rural and 12% of the urban dwellers are likely to be infected with HIV. About 95 percent 

of the population is claimed to be aware of the pandemic. But, behavioral change towards 

preventing the pandemic remains remote. Stigmatization and discrimination against 

PLWH still prevail, especially in rural areas.  

 

There is lack of reliable information on the prevalence and impact of HIV/AIDS in the 

Woreda. However, it is believed that Haik town in the Woreda, lying at the juncture of 

Kombolcha – Woldia highway, which currently has a road rehabilitation construction 

project, is highly exposed to the HIV/AIDS pandemic.  

 

b. Tuberculosis - Mortality rate attributed by tuberculosis has reached 7 % from all 

treated cases. Malaria is one of the major public health problems in Tehuledere. Out of 

the 19 rural Kebeles, 9 belong to the high risk malaria zone. 

 

c. Malaria - Prevalence and death rates associated with malaria is being reduced in the 

last two years.  Proportion of population in malaria risk areas using effective malaria 

prevention and treatment measures is improving from time to time. The distribution of 

mosquito net and spraying has reduced the malaria risk.

The fight against the pandemic has been a national task for years. Yet, the curbing of the 

disease has enormous problems which need due attention with respect to behavioral 

change in the prevention and control of the pandemic; stigma and discrimination; and, 

care and support activities.  

  

Despite some improvements, there is a need to focus on the following towards achieving 

the MDG 6 targets. 

 

� Improve the availability of drugs in public health institution; 

� Enhance the awareness of the people on the prevention and control of the 

diseases; and, 

� Improve environmental sanitation.  
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4.7   Status of the Woreda in Relation to MDG 7: Environmental Sustainability 

4.7.1 General Situation 

a. Natural resources degradation 

The cultivation of the land for several years without replacing plant nutrients has 

contributed to the degradation of the natural resources of the Woreda. The inappropriate 

land use has resulted to gully formation and reduction of productive land. Lake Lugo, 

which provides employment and income opportunities for hundreds of landless rural 

dwellers and urban youth and which has a potential to attract tourists has been 

increasingly threatened by silt accumulation due to environmental degradation, pollution 

and over fishing. If the trend continues, the lake will end up with irreversible socio-

economic and environmental crises.   

b. Safe Water  

The majority of the household respondents, 37.5 percent, said that they used pipe water 

as their main source of drinking water. The users of unprotected river or pond and 

unprotected spring are 20% and 17.5% respectively. The different sources of drinking 

water in the Woreda are shown below in table 13.

The proportion of land area covered by forest in the Woreda is about 7 %, which is more 

than the national average. The community has better traditional experience in the 

conservation of forest lands.  

 

Environment is one of the national developmental concerns and is being given due 

attention at all levels, including in Tehuledare. Target setting for safe water and the 
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concern for the forest protection is a good opportunity that drives to achieving MDG 7. A 

target is also set to increase coverage of safe water from 80 percent to 100 percent in 

urban areas and from 34.6% to 85% in rural areas by 2015  

 

Generally, there are still serious environmental concerns which need the efforts of all 

stakeholders to ameliorate the situation, including the following problems. 

 

� Inaccessibility of water points which usually result in time wastage that could be 
used for other productive activities; 
 

� Unsafe or impure water exposes the community to various  communicable 
           diseases; and, 

 
� Lack of waste disposal sites. The majority of the community use open field for 

waste disposal which adversely contribute to environmental and air pollution.  

4.8  Status of the Woreda in Relation to MDG 8: Develop a Global Partnership for    
Development 

 

4.8.1   General Situation 

 

Though the MDG 8 is the concern at the national level, it is appropriate to assume that 

the basis for the global partnership commences from the grassroots level. Therefore, a 

brief expose is given to highlight the importance of coordination and cooperation of the 

various governmental and non-governmental bodies at Woreda level, the springboards for 

the localization of the MDGs and the globalization process.  

 

Coordination and integration of work among government, NGOs, the private sector and 

the community at large is loose. This has been revealed by the focus group discussions in 

which all participants asserted that they hardly participated in coordination with each 

other in issues on community and development concerns in general. Consequently, there 

is no doubt of the duplication and misuse of resource allocation and utilization as both 

public, government, NGOs and other civic organizations undertake their activities 

separately without coordinating or consulting with each other.

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V.  LESSONS LEARNED AND  FUTURE MDGs FORECAST  
 

1.Lessons Learned 

 

The study on the MDGs Status of Tehuledare and the projected ideas on the 

implementation of the MDGs have given some lessons in terms of comprehending the 

objective situation and in relation to the challenges in the course of implementing the 

MDGs in the Woreda.  

   

Apparently, the Woreda has been under food and cash aid for about twenty three years 

whereby a sort of dependency syndrome by the community, service delivery 

organizations and NGOs both at institutional and individual levels was created. The 

localization of the MDGs has shown both the challenges and the potential the Woreda 

has. In addition, it has shown the significance of coordination, integration and joint 

efforts in bringing about significant developmental changes like achieving the MDGs. 

This has further led to a paradigm shift on the concept of development and working 

modalities in identifying problems and prioritizing developmental objectives in line with 

the principles and targets of the MDGs at local level. 

 

2. Best practices that can be transferred to other Woredas  

 

The exercise made in undertaking the MDGs status report of the Woreda has involved the 

participation of the communities, local authorities, NGOs and other community based 

organizations. This has given a basis for the preparation of the Woreda’s five-year 

development plan with targets and indicators vital for monitoring and evolution. It has 

also enabled to build the capacity of the various sectors of the Woreda and has created the 

basis for a coordinated work among all stakeholders. 

 

Such undertaking of the localization of the MDGs is worth emulating to other Woredas in 

the region and at national level. In this respect, the initiative taken by PANE is 
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commendable which needs further expansion and development of localization of MDGs 

in other Woredas in different regions.    

 

All in all, the following main lessons can be drawn from the process and final outcome of 

MDGs Status Report: 

 

� The importance of a participatory approach- involving the 

stakeholders in clearly identifying problems, constraints, priorities 

and in charting out possible solutions; 

� The need to shift from highly sectoral oriented to a collaborative, 

coordinated and integrated approach; 

� The crucial role of districts to start and foster development process 

; and to serve as an important leverage to push forward the 

realization of regional and national plans, including PASDEP and 

the MDGs; 

� The usefulness of a situational assessment prior to drawing a 

participatory and integrated district development plan or strategy in 

general; and, 

� The role it stimulates government and non-governmental 

organizations, associations and the private sector to gather and 

update relevant data; and, concomitantly, the urge it makes for 

horizontal and vertical relationships among all stakeholders for the 

mutual benefit and for fostering social progress and economic 

development. 

 

The whole process, which brought together the stakeholders to be active participants in 

the study, is believed to have created a sense of ownership and imbued social 

responsibility in working together for the same cause of human development. Such 

exercise is worth emulating by others.  
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VI. CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 

Obviously, all MDGs are given equal weight and urgency. They need to be achieved as 

targeted. However, based on the basis of the principles and methodologies of the MDGs, 

the result has basically revealed the reflections and opinions of the communities. It was 

found that the trend of the performance of some MDGs is encouraging. For instance, 

while progress in the education is likely to reach its MDGs targets, others like attaining 

food security seem to face numerous challenges. 

 

The preparation of the Woreda MDGs Status Report has contributed to the preparation of 

participatory district development plan, an important aspect of the localization of the 

MDGs in that it has served to identify gaps for future interventions and setting priorities. 

 

Moreover, the Woreda’s MDGs Status Report and the existing five-year plan are 

complementary and are in line with the nation’s PASDEP, which takes into account the 

global MDGs. The exercise made in the localization of the MDGs has become an 

additional input in pushing forward the agenda of development and particularly the 

reduction and in the long run, the eradication of poverty in consonance with the objective 

of PASDEP. The Report is, therefore, instrumental in providing basic information about 

the required level of effects in implementing the Woreda’s PASDEP or MDGs at the 

local level through the realization of the Participatory District Development Plan. 

 

Recommendations 

  

The majority of the MDGs are health and health related goals. As the status report 

indicates, the health and health related problems are also serious and little is done in this 

respect. Therefore, great investment and effort is necessary to reach the desirable goals in 

the sector. 

 

Though great effort is being made to reduce poverty by safety net and food security 

programs, the area of emphasis and the implementation methods are not to the desired 
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standard for sustainable successes in the local endeavors. Lack of co-ordination of the 

various stakeholders is a case in point. A practical result-oriented approach shall be 

instituted and galvanized with better coordination taking into account the targets of the 

MDGs. 

 

Scaling up this pilot project to other regions and districts helps them to know their MDGs 

status and to prepare Participatory District Development Plans which would immensely 

contribute to national endeavors to accelerate growth and development. Thus, the useful 

and important initiative taken with regard to the preparation of the Woreda MDGs status 

reports and the PDDPs shall be replicated in other areas with better institutional and 

financial arrangements. 

  

To sum up, the following specific recommendations deserve due attention. 

 

o Since the studies are undertaken in three Woredas in three different 

regions, it would be appropriate if an experience sharing workshop be 

organized whereby the relevant representatives of the three Woredas and 

regions, including the representatives of the participating stakeholders are 

briefed about the output, differences and similarities of the process and the 

findings of the studies. The way forward can be an additional theme of the 

workshop;     

 

o An effort shall be exerted to ensure the continuity of  the institutional 

arrangements made for the purpose of the study, like the Steering 

Committee and Woreda Plan Facilitation Teams, with different tasks and 

responsibilities towards the implementation of the PDDPs and to fill the 

gap that were observed during the studies; 

 

o The importance of the MDGs Status Reports is measured by the 

realization of the PDDPs, which are basically based on the situational 

assessments. In this respect PANE and its partners shall do some effort 
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towards showing the significance of the studies by extending some sort of 

support to see the implementation of the PDDPs; 

 

o PANE and its partners shall make an overall assessment of the works done 

both the MDGs Status Reports and the PDDPs with the purpose to making 

the products fit technical, structural and financially to implement the 

MDGs; and, in incorporating, the results in the already done similar 

products; 

 
o It is essential that PANE and its partners carry forward this project to other 

areas after having a thorough evaluation of the works in the three 

Woredas;  and, 

 
o For a practical use, both the MDGs Status Report and the PDDPs shall be 

translated into the working languages of the districts.
