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Introduction

Following the DCA agreement with PANE to implement a project on “Poverty assessment and
climate Change Impact for Pro —poor Advocacy” there were four project component and one has
been related with the Governance issues which include capacity building of CSOs particularly on
the adaptation of the new CSO law.

For the achievement of this project rapid assessment has been held by a consultant and
quantitative method was employed to reach all CSO categories i.e. Local, Ethiopian Resident and
Foreign Charities and Societies.

The assessment was intensively held with the consultation of authorities particularly from the
concerned bodies such as Ministry of Justice and the Agency for Charities and Societies.

PANE in its endeavor to meet the MDG/PASDEP facilitated various programs/projects to build
the capcity of CSOs around the new legislation so as to help all stakeholders adopt the legislation
and incorporate in their organization Vision, Mission and Goals.

Objective

e The major objective of this specific project component is to make clear the difference
between and among CSOs in the interpretation of the new CSO law particularly the
articles that need further explanation.

e To build the capcity of CSO around the implementation process and adoption strategy
with the new CSO law so as to strengthening their organization to effectively implement
programs inline with their vision, mission and goals.

Activities

Two major activities and other related sub activities have been performed in the context of this
project component.

1. Conduction Rapid assessment

PANE has commissioned the work to the consultant specifying the detailed ToR with close
follow up and supervision. The consultant with the overall coordination of PANE during the
process of the rapid assessment has been dealt thoroughly with different CSOs and responsible
Government bodies including the Ministry of Justice and the Agency for Charities and Societies.
The research being conducted was at its standard using different methodologies.

The first draft of the research presented by the consultant was commented by PANE technical
staff (Governance Unit), and some amendments have been included before the final draft to be
presented in the workshop.



2. Launching workshop for the presentation of findings of the assessment and further
inputs

The final draft of the assessment has been presented in the half — day workshop held at MN
International Hotel dated December 18 2009.

Over 20 participants in the workshop were drawn from different CSOs of different categories
(local, Ethiopian Resident and Foreign Charities). The findings were presented by the consultant
including the research methods employed during data collection, analysis and interpretations.

Following the presentations, discussion on some points have been raised by the participants. The
questions that have been traced are with in the assessment area and a lot of reflections were
entertained during the session.

The Deputy Director General of the Agency has responded to all questions further to the
assessment finding presented by the consultant. The major questions and answers and the overall
achievements on the theme has been briefly explained in the annexed minute.

Output

e Full-fledged document of the assessment conducted by the consultant was produced.

e Over 20 participants from different CSOs attended the workshop

e Minute that further elaborates questions and discussions particularly some key terms
explained by the Deputy General of the Agency has been produced.
(The minute is annexed)

e Participants with different questions and dialogues have been responded in accordance
with the new law so as to help them adopt their development programs

e The workshop demonstrates further need to replicate the program not only at federal level
but also at regional level as some of the reflections from the participants demands the
necessity for replicating similar program.

Way forward

It is possible to draw anticipated impact of the project on CSOs and responsible government
bodies’ particularly the Agency for Charities and Societies.

Thus the following could be identified as the possible impact to be accounted.

e (CSOs with the built capcity in the interpretation of the new CSO law can change or
adopt some of their strategic plan.

e (CSOs will further develop different strategies on how to adopt the new CSO law
provided that continuous similar project will be replicated both at federal and regional



level following the recommendations from the participants and the Deputy General of

the Agency
The Agency in its integrated work with CSO will have transparent relationship which

could be significant during the implementation process.
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
